Al	as	“family,	tribe	or	clan”	Confusingly,	the	Al	in	Arabic	names	oftentimes	doesn’t	mean	“the”	at	all,	but	refers	to	a	different
word	altogether,	which	is	spelt	differently	in	Arabic	with	a	sign	elongating	the	letter	‘a’	( لآ ),	but	transcribed	in	the	same	way	in	English.	This	second	Al	is	pronounced	with	a	long	“a”-sound,	so	I	will	transcribe	it	as	Aal	here	to	avoid	confusion,	even	though	you	will	usually	find	it	transcribed	simply	as	Al.	Abdelaziz	Aal	Saud	So,	what	does	Aal	mean?	Well,	it
means	“family”,	“clan”	or	“tribe”.	The	founder	of	modern	Saudi	Arabia	is	called	Abdelaziz	Aal	Saud	( دوعس 	 لآ 	 زيزعلادبع ),	which	shows	that	he	is	from	the	Saud	tribe.
