Ways to clean a GrillPierce a halved onion with a long meat fork and rub it on a hot grill.Spray the grill with vinegar, let it sit for a bit and then rub the grill with balled up tinfoil.Fill
a metal pan with water and put it in the BBQ to heat up. It will create steam that'll make wiping the grills easy(ish).I've resorted to not even cleaning my grill and just cooking my food on a new, undirty part of the grill every time I BBQ.I ran out of clean spots last week.So I made made a wooden grill scraper and you can too. It looks like this.And this

(you can get oak boards by the foot at any lumber store) They cost around $5 per foot.Drill and bitBelt Sander40 grit and 120 grit belt sander paperStrip of leather or cordMineral OilTotal Time - 1 hour if using a belt sander, less if you're using an electric planer, more if you're using a
palm sander. All these tools will work. I used a belt sander so those are the instructions I'm going to give you.Lay your 12" piece of oak flat on a table and with measure and mark2" from one end ofthe wood.From the 2 inch point down, is where you are going to be sanding away the material until it forms a thin point. Draw a guide on the side of your
wood. After sanding, all that will remain is the point in the centre. 2. Clamp your belt sander with the 40 grit paper on it SECURELY into a vice. 3. Turn the sander on. If it's the type you have to keep your finger on the button for it to run, hold the power button down with a hand clamp. We'll email you this post, so you can refer to it later. 4. Gradually
sand down one side of the oak. This will take 10 -20 minutes depending on your sander and sand paper. 5. Do the other side. Make sure you have a nice, sharp, thin edge on the end.6. Using the rolled end of the belt sander, sand a groove into the top of the wood to act as a handle for your fingers. This is optional. 6. Change to 120 grit sand paper and
smooth out all of the wood including rounding out the edges.7. Drill a hole into the top and run your string or leather through for hanging your scraper.8. If you want to get fancy like me, stamp your initial into the handle of the wood with a leather stamp.8. Wipe with mineral oil. How to use the scraper.To prepare your scraper for its scraping duties,
turn your grill onto high so the grates are nice and hot. Then run your scraper slowly back and forth with firm pressure on the grates. The grooves with start to char and form slowly but surely.The more you use it, the deeper the groves become.To jump start the whole process you can use a rounded file to file some grooves. The more you use the
scraper the deeper the grooves will get. Thicker grates take longer to form grooves than thinner ones. I didn't want to wait for 150 BBQing sessions before I got nice deep grooves, so once I had the beginnings of my grooves from the hot grill, I used a round file to speed up the process a bit. Then I rubbed the scraper across the grill again. You can
also use the tool for cleaning out the inside of the grates by turning it sideways. Can't be bothered? I get that.Just buy one. This makes a great host/hostess gift for someone who invites you over for a BBQ. Heres a step-by-step guide to help you create your own. This is one project that I like to use some of my scrap wood. Grab some pieces and let's get started.Wood: A
hardwood such as oak or maple, approximately 1 inch thick, 3 to 6 inches wide, and 12 to 16 inches long.Sandpaper: Coarse (around 80-grit) and fine (around 220-grit).Ruler or Tape MeasurePencilGlueWood Finish or Oil (optional)Saw: To cut the wooden block to size. I used a hand saw to cut my piece to length and a scroll saw to cut the shape.Drill:
For making a hole in the handle.Clamps: To hold the wood securely while working and to glue pieces together to get your desired width.Sandpaper: To smooth out the edges and surfaces. I used a random orbit sander.Safety Equipment: Safety goggles and dust maskGlue: Glue pieces of wood together to get your desired width.Measure and Mark:
Using a ruler and pencil, mark a section of the wood that is about 12-16 inches long. This will be the main body of your scraper.Cut the Wood: Use a saw to cut along the marked line, creating the desired length piece of wood. I made mine 16 inches long and in the future I will probably shorten it to 12 inches. The longer length would be good for
people with a large grill or smoker. 12 inches is probably best for your average backyard grill. Angle the Scraper Edge (Optional): Some may want to cut off the scrape end at a 45 - 60 degree angle. I did not do this and will probably not do it in the future unless requested.Mark the Handle: On one end of the block, measure and mark about 2 inches.
This will be the handle. I used a 6 inch wide piece of wood. I cut the handle down to 4 inches wide and 2 inches tall. Then I created a 2 inch with body. I traced along a 1 gallon paint can to create a curve from the handle to the body.Shape the Handle: Use the saw to cut down from the top of the block to the handle mark, creating a tapered shape.
Round off the edges of the handle using sandpaper for a comfortable grip.Mark the Hole: Near the end of the handle, drill a small hole through the width of the wood block. This hole is for hanging your scraper when not in use.Sand the Wood: Use coarse sandpaper to smooth out any rough edges and surfaces. Follow up with fine sandpaper to achieve
a smooth finish.Apply Finish (Optional): If desired, apply a food-safe wood finish or oil to protect the wood and enhance its appearance. Let it dry according to the manufacturer's instructions. I used food safe mineral oil (sometimes called butcher block oil).Heat Your Grill.Create Groove: Position your scraper on the grill. Apply downward pressure
with one hand and use your other hand to move the scraper forward and backward. Do this about 20 times to create grooves in the wood. The CDC issued a warning against using metal wire brushes on a grill due to the risk of ingesting a wire as it falls off the brush and attaches itself to an unsuspecting burger. It sounded farfetched, but its actually
real. The natural solution for any woodworker is to make a grill scraper out of wood. Sure, you could simply use a scrap board to clean your grill, but why not show off a little and incorporate a box joint and some cool hardware? This will be much more appealing to the discriminating grill master on your shopping list. The cool part of the design is that
you actually use the heat from the grill itself to custom form it to your specific grill, which allows the scraper, through continued use, to gradually wrap around each rail for thorough cleaning. You can use any hardwood that you want for this project. If it will be stored outside without being covered you might consider using a water resistant species
such as white oak. I made mine out of walnut and cherry which are not rot resistant so it will need to be stored under the grill tarp. I like the idea of using two different species so that the contrast showcases the box joint. I chose two darker species for this project because the scraper will get exposed to a lot of black crud on the grill which will stand
out less against a backdrop of darker wood. (Kind of like buying a sofa the same color as peanut butter when your kids are at a certain age). The design uses a simple box joint jig which you can find instructions on how to make and use here: Lets get started Cut the parts The body is made from a board that measures x 4-1/4 x 8. I chose this size
because it allows the scraper to span four rails on my grill grate, and is wide enough to provide a nice heat shield for my hand as I am scraping. The scraper piece on my design is made of walnut, and to remain safe during the box joint milling operation, start with blanks that are at least 5/8 x 4-1/4 x 5. Mill box joints Following the instruction on this
video, mill box joints on one end of the body and one end of the scraper blank. If the box joint doesnt come out perfectly even on the trailing edge, simply trim both the body and the scraper piece to remove the imperfection. Rabbet the body Mill a rabbet on each end that is 1/8 x 5/8. This provides additional strength to support the glue joints as they
withstand torque from scraping back and forth, and also adds to the visual appeal of the piece. Glue the ends onto the body Use water resistant glue such as Tightbond III to glue up the box joints. Round over the back corners Using a belt sander, round over the back corners of the body to soften the appearance of the piece. Round over edges Using a
table mounted router, ease the edges of the piece with a roundover bit. Mill end of scraper to a point Use a band saw and miter gauge to cut the end of the scraper to a 70 degree point, milling the scraper to a total length of 2-1/2. Bringing the scraper to a point is important because it makes it easier to get the shape of the grates burned into the
scraper, which allows the scraper to clean the grates more completely. Attach the handle Attach a cabinet pull that is large enough for a hand to comfortably fit inside. I coated mine with food safe mineral oil to accentuate the contrasting woods, but it would be fine to leave this project unfinished as well. Custom form to a grill (Skip this step if you are giving this as a gift, as the recipient will want to do this themselves so
that it forms to their grill rather than yours.) Heat the grill using its hottest setting. Set the scraper on the grill grates, carefully centering it on as many grates as it will completely span. Slowly pull the scraper back and forth across the grill grates allowing the grates to burn into the wood, forming grooves. As the grooves begin to form, it will be
easier to keep the scraper in its proper position because the grooves of the scraper will ride on the rails of the grate. Today I have a super-easy do-it-yourself project one that will cost you about 10 minutes of your time and nothing elseFirst Ill give you the reason for this DIY:Theres been a lot of hype this summer about the
dangers of using metal-bristled brushes to clean your barbecue. Some brands are better than others, but there have been incidents of the metal wires coming loose and falling into your food.Because of this, people have gravitated towards wood scrapers to clean their barbecues.You can buy them online if you like, or you can take a few minutes and
make a DIY barbecue scraper using just a saw and some scrap wood. (note: do not use pressure-treated or any chemically treated wood of any kind)I had a scrap piece of 1 x 5 cedar in the garage, so I cut it down to 12 long.I cut a 30 angle on one end but Hubby says my angle should have been more acute than that.I marked the centre point and then
marked lines an inch out on either side of centre. I traced a paint can 2 down from one of the short ends and only as deep in the long sides to meet up with the lines on either side of centre.I havent had my Rockwell Bladerunner X2 out in a while so it was fun (and quick work) to use it again to cut out the half-circles.I drilled a hole for a zip tie to go
through and gave the DIY barbecue scraper a sanding all over.Thats it for the building youre done!Youll need to create the grooves in the angled edge of the scraper. To do this, turn your barbecue on and let it heat completely. Rub your cedar scraper (angled side on the grill) back and forth in a straight motion until small grooves form in the
wood.Hubby fidgeted this one around a bit so you see doubled grooves but can be corrected by reinforcing one set next time we use the barbecue.I guess there is the potential of slivers in your food if the board breaks but the likeliness isnt high, so were going to go with this for now.Ergonomic handle, easy build, will last for years, inexpensive (free)
and highly effective at cleaning the grill this project is a win all around!Hang it by the zip tie next to the BBQ and throw out that nasty, metal-bristled one right away.I guess you should go weed your patio now so your blogging friends wont see all the weeds creeping through. I didn't want to throw them out, and as it is softwood, it isn't great for
burning, so I decided I would make some cedar BBQ grill scrapers. Along with cleaning grill nicely, these scrapers have the added benefit of not having any metal wire in them. Recently I have noticed that there have been accounts of the metal wire from BBQ brushes falling off and then becoming lodged in people's throats. If you watch the video
above I show three different xrays which I found through news sources that show the metal wire in people's throats. It's a scary thought for sure!Below are links to tools and materials I used in this article. you click through and make a purchase.Most decking boards come with a rounded over profile, so the first thing to do is to take them off. I first set the fence of my table saw to width a bit smaller than the board and ran it through. I then set the fence to 4 1/2" and ran the board through again. As the board I had were 2x6 (1 1/2" x 5 1/2") I sent the
boards through my planer to make it a bit thinner. I kept planing until I had a board that was 1 1/4" thick. I set my table saw blade to 60 degree and then cut the tip of the board off. As I noted earlier, these boards were about 18" in length. If you have longer boards, now is a good time to cut them to length. I drew the shape I wanted for the BBQ
scraper. The main thing I kept in mind was that I wanted the center shaft to feel good in my hands so I wanted it to not be too thick. You only have to draw the line on one half of the model, and you will see why in the coming steps.I have included a rough computer sketch with some dimensions that might aid you while drawing. I included metric and
imperial, but please take note that all of the measurements are approximate, so make something that works best for you. Using my scroll saw, I cut out the first side of the BBQ scraper by following the line. Although the scroll saw worked, a bandsaw would have been a better tool (but I did not have one at the time). Alternatively, a jigsaw could be
used to cut out the shape. If you use a jigsaw, make sure to secure the work piece down to a table using clamps. Using the cut off from the first side, I trace out the second side of the handle. This ensure that I have a nice symmetric handle. I then head back to the scroll saw and cut out the other side. Note: If you are batching out these BBQ scrapers,
then I suggest saving the cut out to be used as a template. Then you can trace out both sides at once and save time.I first sanded the sides of the scraper. There were some rough areas left from the scroll saw and I wanted to smooth them out before adding a round-over. I then took out my router and put in a 1/8" round over bit. I rounded over all
edges except for the tip. I then sanded the scraper using my random orbit sander and 80, 120 and 180 grit sandpaper. While you don't need to have a hole for hanging these scrapers, it does really make it much easier to store. I used a 3/16" bit to make a small hole and then I used a 1/2" to add a bit of a countersink. I personally just use this hole to
hang my scraper on a nail, but I know a lot of people have hooks instead of nails, so you can add a bit of cording to the end if you want. Adding a bit of personalization can take these BBQ scrapers to the next level. While I can hold a hot iron on wood and burn it, my wife is the real artist. You can see some of her examples here. Basically you can do
anything that your talents allow! Now you are ready to scrape off your grill. The first few times you use this scraper you will be wearing your grill marks into the scraper. The more you use it, the better it will work. The grill lines will get more and more pronounced and conform exactly to your grill. These make great use of the bits of decking that I
