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Colorado and then flew home.Overall, my cousin and I had great time on our Montana road trip and I am so excited to share the route we followed for eight days.I used affiliate links in this blog post, meaning that if you make a purchase via my link, I get some money at no extra cost to you. I only talk about products and services I like and have
used.Before going on our road trip through Montana, Wyoming and Colorado, it is very important to buy bear spray for your adventures in the National Parks. There are many Grizzlies in this region of country and there is no guarantee that you will be safe.Bears are wild animals and unfortunately hurt or even kill some visitors within the National
Parks. Bear spray works well and also prevents injury to both humans and bears.Pleeease, if you see a bear approaching, don't ever use firearm!When hiking in Grizzly country, make sure to mind your own business, stay on the paths and trails and make noise (like talking or listening music) so that the bear(s) know that you are around. Don’t surprise
them out of blue.It costs $35 USD per car to get into most big USA National Parks and $10 USD per car for most State Parks. It is more expensive for commercial vans, buses and tours.The $35 passes are valid for seven days. If you are doing a long road trip where you will see many National Parks along the way, I recommend getting America the
Beautiful Pass for $80 USD. You will also need to rent a car.Please note that Kalispell isn’t a big city here in the United States, so if you are flying domestically, you will most likely have layover in another city. Historic downtown
Kalispell offers a charming blend of shopping, dining, and cultural attractions, including the Conrad Mansion Museum and the Northwest Montana History Museum. The nearby town of Whitefish, situated within Glacier National Park, is a must-visit destination on any Montana, Wyoming, or Colorado road trip. Whitefish boasts stunning natural
beauty, with a serene lake, ski resort, and numerous outdoor adventures available year-round. For lunch and beers, Great Northern Bar & Grill is an excellent choice, featuring 29 beers on tap, arcade games, pool tables, live music, and an outdoor biergarten. Casey's restaurant offers a woodsy-chic ambiance, delicious food, and drinks, along with live
entertainment and a rooftop area offering breathtaking views of the Rocky Mountains. Other activities to enjoy in Whitefish include swimming and sunbathing at Whitefish City Beach, renting boats or jet skis, fishing, kayaking, or canoeing. When it's time to rest, consider staying in Kalispell or Whitefish. For breakfast, Loula's Café is a great option,
while for lunch within the park, recommend exploring other establishments. Driving: Around 6 hours or moreAnother great road trip stop on a Montana, Wyoming and Colorado route is the National Bison Range in Charlo, MT. (It will take a little less than two hours to drive from Kalispell and over two hours to drive from Whitefish to the National Bison Range.)It will cost $5 USD per standard car to get into the National Bison
Range.When you arrive at the National Bison Range, there are a few scenic drives that you could do. The drive that my cousin and I did with our car was the Red Sleep Mountain Drive that is open from mid-May to early-October.This 19-mile, one-way loop gains 2,000 feet in elevation and takes around two hours to drive through.Not only can you see
bison at this range, there is also elk, White-Tail and Mule Deer, Pronghorn Antelope, Bighorn Sheep, Black Bears, coyotes and more. There are also over 200 different species of birds.For those who are on a time limit, it is best that you either do the West Loop, which is a short, one-mile drive, along with the Prairie Drive, which is a 14-mile two-way
traffic drive!You could also go on a hike within certain areas of the National Bison Range. Most of the hiking trails are within a mile long and they are easy. You could enjoy the Nature Trail, Grassland Trail, Bitterroot Trail and High Point Trail.Located an hour south of the National Bison Range is Missoula, Montana. Overall, the city of Missoula is
filled with hip restaurants and breweries, local shops and a thriving music scene.One of the best places to grab lunch and enjoy good food and beer is at Tamarack Brewing Company that overlooks Caras Park. I totally recommend getting one of their beer flights so that you could taste a few of Tamarack’s great brews.After lunch, I recommend
walking around the Hip Strip of Missoula and if you have time and want to do a hike, definitely make your way up to the M, which is a large concrete structure on the side of a mountain that overlooks the entire city.A few great museums to check out in Missoula is the Historical Museum at Fort Missoula, the Montana Natural History Center and the
Missoula Art Museum.Bozeman, Montana is a three-hour drive south east of Missoula and it was where we spent the night before heading into Wyoming the next day.Not only is Missoula a great city to stop in during a Montana, Wyoming and Colorado road trip Bozeman another destination that cannot be missed. our hotel in Bozeman, my cousin and I had a great experience at Feast Raw Bar & Bistro, which offers an amazing dining experience. In Bozeman, some popular activities include skiing and snowboarding at Bridger Bowl and Big Sky, as well as visiting the Museum of the Rockies, which features an extensive collection of dinosaur fossils. The area also
has numerous hiking trails, hot springs, and other outdoor adventures. For accommodations in Cody, we recommend the Chamberlin Inn. Before heading to Yellowstone National Park, we stopped for breakfast at The Farmer's Daughter, a farm-to-table café. It took around 1 hour and 45 minutes to drive from Bozeman to the north entrance of
Yellowstone. Our first stop was Mammoth Hot Springs, which is about a 15-20 minute drive south from the north entrance. We then visited Grand Canyon of the Yellowstone, although we didn't have time to see it due to our schedule. The Grand Canyon is located about an hour's drive southeast from Mammoth Hot Springs and 30 minutes east from
Beryl Spring. Another spot worth visiting is Beryl Spring, one of the hottest springs in the park. Fountain Paint Pot and Red Spouter are also nearby, offering stunning views of Fountain Geyser and Morning Geyser. We then visited Excelsior Geyser Crater in the Midway Geyser Basin, where we saw the beautiful Grand Prismatic Spring. Finally, we
made sure to see Old Faithful, which is a must-see attraction in Yellowstone National Park. It erupts around 20 times a day and lasts for about 10 minutes. After seeing Old Faithful, we took a walk along the Upper Geyser Basin before leaving the park to head to Cody. We spent the night at the Chamberlin Inn hotel, which is about a two-hour and 45-
minute drive from Yellowstone. The Chamberlin Inn offered an authentic Western experience with a visit to the Proud Cut Saloon, a must-visit on any Montana, Wyoming, and Colorado road trip. Guests can enjoy a Classic Queen room with a free upgrade and a $25 USD gift certificate redeemable at the hotel's cocktail lounge. This package is
available without minimum stay requirements. In Cody, consider staying at the Chamberlin Inn, and breakfast options include The Beta Coffeehouse. For lunch in Grand Teton, recommend eating within the park. Dinner recommendations in Cody are Trailhead Restaurant. Visiting Yellowstone National Park mainly consists of sightseeing, so make the
most of Grand Teton National Park's hiking trails, such as Jenny Lake's scenic loop or String Lake's easy 3.8-mile round-trip hike. Consider more challenging hikes like Delta Lake or Cascade Canyon Trail for a unique experience. Take advantage of photogenic spots at Schwabacher’s Landing and Snake River Overlook to capture stunning park views.
After exploring, grab dinner at Trailhead Restaurant in Cody. The Chamberlin Inn's parlour and cocktail lounge also host live music events on certain nights. Airbnb or VrboBreakfast in Cody was at Annie’s Soda Saloon & Café.Lunch could be picked up at a grocery store, but we stopped somewhere along the road instead.Dinner in Steamboat Springs:
try Vaqueros Mexican Restaurant & Taqueria for authentic eats.The drive from Cody to Steamboat Springs took around 7 hours, mostly on Interstate highways with occasional stops in small towns.Fill up on gas whenever you can.My cousin and I arrived at our Airbnb chalet condo in the afternoon and headed into downtown Steamboat Springs for
dinner. We enjoyed great Mexican food and views of the town at Vaqueros.Vacationers may also want to explore The Barley Tap and Tavern, which offers drinks in a beautifully decorated area with Christmas lights.Next day, we did the Fish Creek Falls hike, which ranges from “2-mile to 6.5-miles depending on the trail chosen. This moderately difficult
hike allows for stunning views of aspen trees and local waterfalls.Fish Creek Falls is only a 10-minute drive from downtown Steamboat Springs and costs $5 per day to park. It’s open daily from 6am to 10pm MST.Aside from hiking, other activities in Steamboat Springs include visiting the museums downtown, taking part in the Steamboat Brew Trail,
horseback riding through aspen groves or going on a day trip to Rocky Mountain National Park!We drove three hours east from Steamboat Springs on our final morning to catch our flights back home.
