Cowberry Cowberry, also known as Foxberry or Lingonberry, features tiny bell-shaped flowers in white to pink hues during spring. This deciduous shrub
produces edible summer berries rich in Vitamin C, though its leaves are toxic. Guinea Hen Flowers The unique checkered-patterned purple and white blooms of Guinea Hen Flowers, also known as Snake’s Head Fritillaries, are grouped on stalks. These pretty plants, which grow to be 10 to 12 inches tall, brighten homes in the spring. Penstemon
“Windsor Red” Penstemon “Windsor Red” features striking red trumpet-shaped flowers with white flecks inside, adorning tall stems. Hardy and adaptable (USDA zones 3-8), it attracts various pollinators, making it a favored selection among gardeners. Trumpet Honeysuckle Trumpet Honeysuckle dazzles with its long tubular red and orange flowers,
blooming from late spring to early summer. A deciduous vine native to the United States, it rapidly climbs to heights of up to 30 feet, attracting a myriad of pollinators. Creeping Bellflower The perennial creeping bellflower, sometimes called Rover Bellflower or Campanula, grows in a creeping manner. It is perfect for ground covers because of its
trumpet-shaped purple or blue flowers, which bloom from late spring to early summer. It grows best in neutral or alkaline soil in USDA zones 3 through 9, however it can also withstand full sun. Sicilian honey garlic Sicilian Honey Garlic, a wild onion native to Central Asia, showcases clusters of white to pinkish-white flowers on single stems, reaching
heights of 20-30 cm. Flowering in late spring to early summer, its blooms emit a distinct garlicky aroma. Stinking Hellebore Stinking Hellebore, true to its name, emits a foul odor believed to deter herbivores. Its green bell-shaped flowers dangle from stems, blooming in spring. Ideal for shade gardens, it thrives in USDA zones 6-9, reaching a height of
60cm. Canterbury Bells Canterbury Bells, sometimes referred to as Bells flower, is a beautiful ornamental option with beautiful violet, white, and blue bell-shaped petals. Reaching 60-90 cm in height, it blooms from late spring to midsummer and adds elegance to any garden. Bog Laurel Bog Laurel, also known as Swamp Laurel, is an evergreen shrub
commonly found in North American wet forests. Its pink or white blooms, appearing in late spring to early summer, are highly coveted by gardeners worldwide. This shrub thrives in low-light areas with well-draining soil. Bluebill Bluebill, also known as Purple Clematis, is a perennial vine native to the Southeastern United States. With tubular purple
and blue flowers blooming in summer and spring, it can reach heights of 10-13 feet. Ideal for garden borders, its sweet-scented flowers attract various pollinators. Japanese Pieris The shrubby growth of Japanese Pieris, also known as Japanese Andromeda, is adorned with charming clusters of little bell-shaped blooms in the spring. Originating in
Japan, it may grow up to 60 feet tall, flourish in USDA zones 5-8, need little care, and adapt readily to a variety of settings. Spanish Bluebell Originating in western Mediterranean regions, Spanish Bluebell, also known as Large Bluebell, captivates with its purplish-blue bulbs hanging from stems. This perennial is ideal for rock gardens, forest areas,
and areas beneath trees because of its fragrant blossoms. Orange Bell Lily Orange Bell Lily, a lily species, showcases bright orange trumpet-shaped flowers with dark spots, adding uniqueness. Thriving in moist environments, it’s often found at high elevations in meadows, bogs, and forests. Scientists are exploring tissue culture to cultivate it in
different regions. Small-leaved Fuchsia Small-leaved Fuchsia is a striking shrub with pendant-shaped leaves, blooming in late spring to early summer. Its flowers, in red, pink, and purple, offer a slightly acidic taste, ideal for garnishing and salads. White Mountain Heather White Mountain Heather, also known as Western Moss Heather, showcases
clusters of tiny bell-like white flowers amid needle-like leaves. Ideal for ornamental use, this plant reaches heights of up to 30cm, attracting pollinators like hummingbirds in gardens. Balloon Flower Balloon Flower, native to East Asia, enchants with its large trumpet-shaped flowers in shades of purple, blue, pink, or white. Its balloon-like buds unfurl
into stunning blooms, making it a favored perennial for gardens. Spring Snowflake Spring Snowflake, an ornamental delight, presents exquisite white bell-shaped flowers in early spring. Its long, narrow green leaves persist year-round, enhancing its allure. Thriving in moist, well-drained soil, it flourishes in USDA zones 3-9. Twin Flower Twin Flower,
cherished for its unique evergreen foliage, bears delicate white or pink bulbous blooms paired on each stem. Despite its popularity among gardeners, its numbers are declining in the Northern regions, rendering it increasingly rare. Austrian Clematis Austrian Clematis, a vining plant, showcases trumpet-shaped blooms in white, pink, and purple from
spring to summer. Thriving, it can reach up to 20 feet in height, shedding its leaves in autumn, to regrow anew come spring. Lily “Casa Blanca” Lily ‘Casa Blanca’ is a hybrid variety, bearing white flowers with red filaments. Blooming from mid-summer to late spring, it reaches heights of 3-4 feet, ideal for gardens and landscapes. Digitalis “Temple
Bells” Digitalis “Temple Bells,” commonly known as Temple Bells, is a hardy and stunning foxglove variety perfect for gardens and woodlands. With an upright growth habit, it produces spikes of trumpet-shaped flowers in pink, purple, and yellow during the summer season. Giant Bellflower The Giant Bellflower, boasting bell-like blue blooms with
yellowish-white interiors, is a perennial marvel. Blooming from late spring to early summer, it thrives in USDA zones 3-7, ideal for rock gardens and borders. Columbine Columbine, also known as European Crowfoot or Granny’s Bonnet, hails from Europe and Asia, boasting bell-shaped blooms in royal purple, red, pink, and yellow. Blooming in
summer, its fragrance beckons hummingbirds and pollinators. Dog Hobble Dog Hobble, a native of the Southeastern United States, bears tasty red berries in the winter and lovely clusters of bell-shaped white blooms in the spring. When planted in large quantities, it improves shaded gardens and landscapes and is perfect as ground cover. Desert Rose
Desert Rose, a succulent with delicate leaves and a thick trunk, showcases velvety red, pink, and white trumpet-shaped flowers. Blooming from late autumn to early spring, it thrives in USDA hardiness zones 11-12, reaching heights of 6-9 feet. Coral Bells Coral Bells, also known as Fairy Flowers, boast delicate red blooms in spring/summer. Hardy in
USDA zones 4-9, they grow 1-2 feet tall. Perfect companions for ferns and hostas, they enhance landscapes effortlessly. Morning Glory Morning Glory, renowned for its vibrant pink, purple, blue, and white blooms, thrives in USDA zones 9-11, reaching heights of 6-10 feet. Ideal for gardens requiring vine accents, it climbs fences and trellises
gracefully, also suited for indoor container cultivation due to its low upkeep. Bluebells Bluebells, also known as English Bluebells, are beloved wildflower bulbs originating from Europe and North America. Their purplish-blue blooms, drooping gracefully on tall stems, captivate admirers, adding enchanting beauty to spring landscapes. Daffodil
Daffodils, with their signature yellow, white, and orange star-shaped blooms, herald the arrival of spring. Plant them in woods or along streams for natural growth. To ensure vibrant blooms, plant bulbs in autumn, water regularly, and watch them flourish come springtime. Mini Angel Trumpet Originating from South America, the Mini Angel Trumpet
enchants with its cluster of trumpet-shaped blooms in vibrant hues of purple, blue, pink, and red. Growing up to 3-5 feet, its shrubby nature adds ornamental charm, but caution must be exercised as the plant is toxic if consumed, making it unsuitable for households with children or pets. Bellflower Beardtongue Bellflower Beardtongue, a semi-
evergreen perennial, reaches 32 inches tall, boasting bell-shaped blooms in blue, purple, and pink. Flourishing from late spring to early summer, it thrives in USDA zones 8-10, showcasing exceptional hardiness, even enduring cold climates. Its versatility allows growth in various conditions, including rocky crevices. Peach-leaved Bellflower The Peach-
leaved Bellflower, a deciduous perennial shrub, produces charming bell-shaped blooms in pink and blue during early to mid-summer. Reaching heights of 12-40 inches, it sheds its flowers as autumn nears, turning yellow. Thriving in USDA zones 3-7, it prefers moist, well-draining soil and partial shade, making it a favorite among low-maintenance
gardeners. Persian Lily For a garden with an exotic flair, consider the Persian Lily. Its bell-like flowers in purple, pink, and yellow bloom on upright stems, reaching heights of up to 60cm. Loved by gardeners and landscape enthusiasts alike, it adds a unique charm with its varied flower colors, including green, ivory, deep red, and deep purple, during
the mid to late spring season. Trumpet Vine Trumpet Vine, also known as Trumpet Climber or Hummingbird vine, showcases stunning red and orange trumpet-like flowers. Flourishing in USDA zones 4-9, it climbs to heights of 12m, perfect against walls or trellises. Its rapid growth, extensive root system, and adaptability to various conditions,
including full sun to partial shade, make it a favorite for attracting hummingbirds and bees during its summer to autumn flowering season. Foxglove Native to Western and Southwestern Europe, Foxglove displays tall spikes of bell-shaped flowers in pink, purple, and white. Reaching heights of 6 feet, it follows a biennial life cycle, making it ideal for
ornamental use but caution is advised due to its toxicity if ingested by animals or humans.
