These	are	modernized	versions	of	the	classic	combo	amplifiers	that	try	to	recreate	the	original	magic.There	are	questions	and	curiosity	about	Fender	Deluxe	Reverb	vs	Twin	Reverb.	It’s	a	hot	topic	with	very	little	reliable	information.	So,	I’ve	decided	to
pit	them	against	each	other. When	you	crank	it	to	ten,	you
will	find	that	the	Deluxe	Reverb	has	a	remarkable	natural	overdrive,	making	it	a	perfect	choice	for	blues-rock	tones.	The	Deluxe	Reverb	has	a	pretty	simple	look	to	it.	Fenders	hasn’t	overdone	anything,	and	the	guitarists	love	how	it	looks	and	how	it	feels.	When	it	comes	to	performance,	the	Deluxe	Reverb	is	as	good	as	anything.	It	comes	with	quad-core
processing	power	to	replicate	the	sounds.	The	convolution	reverb	is	thorough,	ensuring	that	the	spring	reverb	sounds	right.	The	Deluxe	Reverb	uses	Class-D	power	to	replicate	the	power	of	a	tube	amp.	As	a	cherry	on	the	cake,	it	also	gives	you	the	flexibility	to	try	fun	things.	You	can	rest	assured	that	the	guitar	will	only	lower	the	volume	and	retain	the
same	tone.	The	Deluxe	Reverb	features	an	XLR	line	output	with	two	impulse	response	cabinet	solutions.	It	gives	you	the	luxury	of	setting	up	the	guitar	amp,	so	you	do	not	experience	any	emulation.	Playing	the	Deluxe	Reverb	at	lower	levels	is	quite	clean.	But	it	is	around	five	when	you	start	getting	the	natural	overdrive.	And	yes,	if	you	choose	higher
volumes,	you	will	have	to	back	off	on	the	bass,	so	it	cuts	better.	The	original	ones	had	a	feature	to	help	you	play	clean	for	articulation.	However,	the	newer	models	tend	to	subside	a	bit	as	you	turn	up	the	volume.	So,	if	you	are	into	overdrives,	know	that	it	works	well	once	you	get	past	about	five	or	so.	Like	the	original	models,	the	tone	is	a	bit	darker	on
the	normal	channel	since	you	do	not	have	a	bright	cap.	Depending	on	your	guitar	and	pedals,	it	may	work	well	for	you.	The	Deluxe	Reverb	guitar	amp	weighs	42	kgs,	which	is	quite	manageable. Ever	since	its	introduction	in	1963,	Fender’s	so-called	‘Blackface’	series	has	represented	a	zenith	for	the	vintage	era	of	American	guitar	amp	design.	Such	was	Fender’s	dominance	that	two	amps	in	particular,	the	Deluxe	Reverb	and	Twin	Reverb
combos,	went	on	to	become	standard	equipment	for	clubs,	recording	studios	and	stages	all	over	the	world.	Fender	has	reinvented	the	Deluxe	and	Twin	several	times,	including	digital	versions	with	the	Cyber-Twin	and	Cyber-Deluxe,	both	of	which	were	introduced	nearly	two	decades	ago.Digital	technology	has	come	a	long	way	since	then.	Today,	we’re
used	to	hyper-realistic	amp	and	effects	models,	infinite	cloud-based	presets,	Wi-Fi,	Bluetooth	audio	streaming	and	more,	much	of	it	pioneered	by	Fender.Announced	at	this	year’s	summer	NAMM	Show	in	Nashville,	Fender’s	latest	digital	offerings,	the	Tone	Master	Twin	Reverb	and	Deluxe	Reverb,	surprised	everyone	by	taking	a	sharp	left	turn	off	the
digital	mainstream:	they’re	modelling	amplifiers	–	but	with	a	big	difference.	From	the	front,	the	two	Tone	Master	amps	look	practically	identical	to	their	1960s	counterparts.	However,	there	are	no	LED	displays	or	preset	buttons	to	be	found,	because	there	are	no	presets	to	display.	What	Fender	has	done	is	to	use	the	formidable	power	of	modern	quad-
core	processors	to	digitally	recreate	one	amplifier	to	an	unprecedented	level	of	accuracy.	The	combos	have	identical	features	to	the	originals,	too.	The	Deluxe	Reverb	has	non-switching	Normal	and	Vibrato	channels,	with	two	pairs	of	high-	and	low-gain	inputs	feeding	Volume,	Treble	and	Bass	controls.The	Vibrato	channel	(a	historically	accurate
misnomer)	also	features	control	for	reverb	level,	tremolo	speed	and	intensity.	The	Tone	Master	Twin	Reverb’s	wider	front	panel	adds	a	Bright	switch	and	midrange	tone	control	for	both	channels.Despite	their	light	weight,	both	Tone	Masters	are	built	to	a	very	high	standard	with	robust	circuit	boards,	expertly	finished	cabinets	and	authentic
hardwareOn	the	rear	panels,	the	digital	wizardry	is	more	visible:	the	Deluxe	Reverb	uses	a	100-watt	Class	D	output	stage	to	simulate	the	22	watts	of	the	6V6-powered	original,	while	the	Tone	Master	Twin	Reverb	uses	200	watts	to	emulate	a	quartet	of	6L6s	producing	around	85	watts.	Both	amps	have	a	rotary	switch	to	attenuate	output	volume,	with
six	(simulated)	settings	ranging	through	22,	12,	five,	one,	0.5	and	0.2	watts	on	the	Deluxe	Reverb,	and	85,	40,	22,	12,	five	and	one	watts	on	the	Twin.	There’s	also	a	balanced	three-pin	XLR	line	out,	with	a	ground	lift	and	a	level	control	for	mic	or	line	desk	connections.These	amps	feature	six	simulated	output	power	settings,	going	from	85	watts	down
to	one	watt	on	the	Twin	Reverb	pictured	here,	and	22	watts	down	to	0.2	watts	on	the	Deluxe	Reverb. Hidden	on	the	bottom	of	the	pressed	steel	tray	chassis,	there’s	a	micro	USB	socket	together	with	a	small	button	switch	and	LED	indicator,	intended	for	firmware	updates.	The	standby	switch	mutes	the	speakers	but	leaves	the	line	out	active.The	Tone	Master’s	Class	D	output	stage	and
universal	switched	mode	power	supply	mean	there	are	no	heavy	transformers. certainly	look	the	part,	but	the	big	question	is	how	close	has	Fender	come	to	replicating	the	complex	tones	of	the	Deluxe	and	Twin	in	the	digital	domain?	The	answer	is	very	close	indeed.	With	no	preamp	gain	controls,	if	you	wanted	to	hear	overdrive	on	a	valve	original	you	had	to	turn	it	up	to	around	halfway	before	anything	exciting	started	to	happen.
This	is	exactly	reproduced	on	the	Tone	Masters,	with	the	added	benefit	of	being	able	to	turn	down	the	output	power	on	the	rear	panel.	Below	‘5’,	both	amps	start	off	with	the	expansive	treble,	smooth	bass	and	slightly	scooped	midrange	that	typifies	great	black-panel	amp	tone,	with	a	subtle	chiming	effect	at	around	‘4’,	after	which	the	overdrive	begins
to	take	over,	turning	into	a	respectable	crunch	with	the	volume	control	on	10,	which	has	to	be	balanced	by	turning	the	bass	way	down.	This	isn’t	something	you	could	ever	do	sensibly	on	a	valve	Twin	Reverb;	even	a	Deluxe	can	be	way	too	loud	for	some	pubs	and	clubs.This	is	a	different	yet	credible	approach	to	digital	modelling:	a	single	amp	model
without	all	the	editing	fripperyThe	distortion	colours	and	dynamic	response	are	very	authentic	here,	too.	We’d	say	the	Deluxe	could	do	with	a	little	more	sag,	while	the	faster	attack	of	the	silicon-rectified	Twin	is	what	we’d	expect.	We	felt	that	the	overall	tone	on	both	amps’	Vibrato	channels	was	just	a	little	too	bright,	while	the	Normal	channel	EQ	was
pretty	much	spot	on.	The	effects	on	offer	are	generally	superb. One	thing	that’s	missing	is	the	mains	transformer	hum	picked	up	by	reverb	spring	transducers.	In	fact,	there’s	no	hint	of	hum	or	hiss	on	either	amp.	The	Tone
Masters	make	good	platforms	for	external	effects;	there’s	no	loop,	of	course,	so	everything	has	to	sit	between	guitar	and	amp.	Overdrives	work	nicely	without	causing	any	unwanted	noise,	although	we’d	be	wary	of	using	pedals	with	very	high	output	levels.	The	microphone	IRs	are	excellent	and	provide	instant	authentic	tone	for	PA	or	recording	use,

ably	demonstrate	how	today’s	digital	technology	can	reproduce	the	complexities	of	a	valve	amplifier,	to	the	point	where	smaller	differences	become	increasingly	less	significant.	If	you	critically	compared	a	well-restored	original	Deluxe	Reverb	in	a	studio,	you	may	hear	a	difference,	but	in	a	live	band	mix	we’d	challenge	anyone	to	identify	the	Tone
Masters	from	the	real	deal.They	also	represent	a	different	yet	equally	credible	approach	to	digital	modelling:	if	all	you	want	is	a	single	amp	model,	why	have	all	the	editing	frippery?	Perhaps	there’s	also	an	element	of	Fender	looking	into	the	not-so-distant	future,	with	just	a	handful	of	mass-production	valve	factories	left	serving	the	entire	world
market.	That	said,	the	lack	of	user	access	to	the	digital	stuff	is	a	bold	move.	Some	limited	control	over	personaltaste	parameters	such	as	reverb	tone	and	vibrato,	together	with	a	global	EQ,	would	be	useful.	As	it	stands,	you’re	getting	a	fixed	‘idealised’	version,	when	the	originals	could	be	tweaked	under	the	hood.Price	isn’t	so	easy	to	quantify.
Compared	to	the	valve	versions,	both	combos	are	great	value,	but	there	are	other	modelling	amps	offering	more	functions	for	less	money. USB	socket	for	firmware	updatesOPTIONS:	NoneRANGE	OPTIONS:	See	Twin	Reverb	The	Fender	Deluxe	Reverb	is	probably	the	most	used	of	all	amplifiers	in	the	history	of	amplified	music…
especially	in	blues	and	roots	rock	and	roll.	It	has	appeared	on	thousands	of	albums	over	the	years	and	has	been	played	by,	not	only	blues	guitarists	but	rock,	country,	and	funk	players	of	all	kinds.	The	Beatles	used	it	on	many	albums	in	the	late	60’s.	Fender	claims	the	Deluxe	Reverb	is	the	most	recorded	amp	in	history.	I’m	not	sure	how	true	or	even	if
anyone	can	prove	it,	but	I	wouldn’t	be	surprised.	And	once	you	hear	one	you	might	agree.	But	beauty	is	in	the	ear	of	the	beholder.	Here’s	one	ear’s	opinion…	Groove	Tube	founder	and	amp	expert,	Aspen	Pittman,	said	the	Deluxe	Reverb	was	“the	amp	I	would	choose	if	I	were	stranded	on	a	desert	island	and	could	only	have	one…”	Since	it	was	first
introduced	by	Fender	in	1946,	The	Deluxe	“model”	has	been	a	major	part	of	the	Fender	amplifier	line.	It	has	gone	through	many	iterations	and	configurations,	but	even	today,	it	is	one	of	the	most	popular	and	best	amps	Fender	has	ever	produced.	The	high-water-mark	for	the	Deluxe	was	probably	during	the	mid	1960’s	during	the	Blackface	era	of
Fender	amplifiers.	There	had	been	many	other	versions	before	then,	but	the	22-watt	Blackface	Deluxe	Reverb	of	1965	seems	to	be	the	one	everyone	talks	about.	It’s	great	sound	and	point-to-point	wiring	set	the	bar	for	how	a	great,	small	combo	amp	should	be	built.	Fender	reissued	the	amp	in	1993	and	it	still	is	a	high-demand	Fender	amp	to	this	day.	I
bought	one	of	these	“reissue”	Deluxe’s	myself	back	in	1998	or	so.	Like	a	fool	I	did	sell	it	even	though	I	loved	it.	I	won’t	even	tell	you	how	much	I	sold	it	for…	too	embarrassing.	Anyway,	I	bought	another	one	a	couple	of	months	ago,	and	got	a	pretty	good	deal.	So	I’m	feeling	good	again!	What	makes	the	Deluxe	Reverb	so	special?	Deluxe	Reverb	Well
there’s	not	much	to	it.	It	doesn’t	have	any	overdrive	channel	or	special	gadgets.	It’s	just	a	simple	22-watt,	two-channel	amp	with	tube	driven	reverb	and	vibrato.	It’s	not	especially	loud	although	it	can	keep	up	with	the	rest	of	the	band	at	any	club	or	small	concert	stage	without	being	miked.	Of	course,	when	miked	it	can	hold	it’s	own	most	anyplace.	The
beauty	of	the	Deluxe	Reverb	is	when	it’s	cranked	to	about	7	or	8	it	has	the	sweetest	overdrive	tone	you	ever	heard.	Back	off	on	the	guitar’s	volume	and	it	cleans	right	up	without	losing	tone.	And	when	you	dig	into	your	guitar	the	amp	responds	in	a	particularly	cool	way	(sometimes	called	sag)	and	the	sound	just	gets	warmer,	fuller	and	sweeter.	And
again	when	you	back	off	on	the	guitar	volume	it	cleans	up	nicely.	This	feature	is	what	all	great	guitar	players	love.	It	makes	the	amp	feel	like	putty	in	their	hands.	Combined	with	a	good	guitar,	these	amps	have	great	tonal	response	and	can	pull	the	soul	right	out	from	within	you.	And	isn’t	that	where	great	guitar	playing	actually	comes	from.	The	guitar
player	becomes	one	with	the	amp	and	the	guitar	and	something	special	happens.	That’s	what	a	great	amp	lets	you	do.	It	works	well	will	outboard	pedals	too,	and	add	an	overdrive	pedal	like	a	Tube	Screamer,	and	you’ve	got	quite	a	range	of	tones	available	for	just	about	any	kind	of	music.	Of	course	if	you	are	into	shredding	metal	then	the	Deluxe
Reverb	may	not	do	it	for	you.	It’s	really	for	those	who	like	a	nice	full	clean	tone	and	then	a	nice	edgy	overdrive	when	you	need	it.	It’s	perfect	for	blues	and	country	and	roots	rock.	I’ve	had	lots	of	Fender	amps	myself	over	the	years.	As	I	mentioned,	I	even	bought	a	Deluxe	Reverb	Reissue	(DRRI)	in	about	1999	and	another	in	2013.	But	the	ones	that
sound	the	best	seem	to	be	the	pure	tube	ones	like	the	Deluxe	Reverb	amp.	I	heard	it	has	a	lot	to	do	with	the	rectifier	tube	being	of	a	certain	type.	The	Deluxe	uses	a	5AR4	according	to	Fender.	Have	You	Heard?	There	are	probably	many	examples	of	the	Deluxe	Reverb	in	recordings.	Probably	more	than	we	will	ever	know.	Every	major	recording	studio
from	the	60’s	onward	had	a	Deluxe	in	their	arsenal.	Even	the	recorded	guitarists	themselves	might	have	a	hard	time	remembering	if	they	used	a	Deluxe	on	the	session.	They	may	have	just	used	what	the	engineer	recommended	from	the	available	amps.	But	today	artists	like	Mike	Zito,	Johnny	Lang,	Train,	and	many	un-sponsored	blues	guitarist	use	the
Deluxe.	See	videos	below.	Early	Deluxes	The	first	Fender	amp	model	called	The	Deluxe	came	out	in	1946.	It	was	part	of	what	was	known	as	the	“woodie”	amps	and	came	as	a	10	watt	model	with	a	10″	speaker.	The	Deluxe	model	and	nomenclature	would	remain	in	the	Fender	lineup,	in	some	format	or	other,	for	over	70	years	until	the	present.	But	the
Deluxe	nomenclature	was	used	in	many	ways	over	the	years	as	applied	to	other	models…	namely	the	“Blues	Deluxe”	that	appeared	in	the	90’s	that	was	really	based	on	the	Hot	Rod	series	of	amps.	But	the	“real”	deluxe	model,	with	the	22	watt	1-12″	configurations	remained	about	the	same	since	it	first	appeared	in	1963	(except	for	some	design	changes
in	the	80’s).	This	is	the	“Deluxe”	that	we	talk	about	here	and	is	still	in	such	demand.	And	before	this	popular	model	appeared	there	were	other	prized	versions	as	well.	After	the	very	first	“woodie”	version	there	was	the	various	“Tweed”	models	including	the	“TV	Front”	in	1947-53,	“Wide	Panel”	version	in	1952-55,	and	the	“Narrow	Panel”	from	1955-64.
The	next	Deluxe	model	came	in	the	1961-63	timeframe,	with	the	brown/wheat	grille	amplifier	models,	as	they	were	called	in	the	Fender	catalog.	But	soon	the	big	change	and	the	high-water	mark	would	be	reached.	With	the	“black-face”	models	that	came	out	in	1963,	Fender	and	the	Deluxe	would	hit	its	stride.	The	65′	Deluxe	Reverb	would	become	the
most	famous	of	the	Deluxe	models.	It	was	the	first	Deluxe	to	have	built	in	reverb.	Until	that	point,	most	Fender	amps	did	not	have	reverb	and	the	reverb	was	added	via	a	separate	reverb	unit. 60’s	And	by	this	time,	Fender	was	at	it’s	peak	and	selling	more	guitars	and	amps	than	ever.	The	explosion	of	rock	and	roll	and	The	Beatles,	Stones,	etc.,	helped	fuel	this	explosion.	Everyone	wanted	to	play	guitar	and	everyone	was	buying	Fender	amps	and	guitars.	And	the	Deluxe	was	there	as	well.	Although	the	music	was	getting	louder	and	concert
halls	were	getting	bigger,	which	meant	many	of	the	higher	wattage	amps	were	in	demand.	The	Super	Reverb	and	The	Twin	Reverb	were	very	popular,	as	well	as	the	Bandmaster	line	(the	Bandmaster	was	the	first	amp	I	ever	played	through).	And	of	course,	Marshall	amps	and	other	larger	and	louder	amps	became	the	“sound”	of	the	day,	and	sold	in
great	numbers,	mostly	because	guitarists	saw	their	heros	playing	them	at	the	large	concerts,	where	a	loud	amp	was	required.	The	thinking	was	bigger	is	better.	And	many	guitarists	of	the	era	got	caught	up	in	this	thinking	(myself	included).	My	back	still	aches	when	thinking	about	carrying	around	those	amps	back	then.	And	my	ears	probably	never
would	be	the	same.	How	many	bands	back	then	had	to	buy	large	PA’s	and	monitor	systems	just	so	vocals	and	drums	could	keep	up	with	these	loud	amps.	It	was	damn	silly	as	I	look	back.	But	these	larger	amps	needed	to	be	turned	up	so	loud	to	get	a	great	overdriven	sound	that	soon	“distortion”	boxes	and	duel-channel	amps	with	“overdrive”	channels
were	needed	to	get	a	decent	sound	at	lower	volumes.	It	became	an	ongoing	challenge	and	competition	among	amp	manufacturers,	to	create	loud	amps	and	good	distortion	at	the	same	time.	Still	the	Deluxe	Reverb	was	there	all	along	as	a	great	sounding,	overdriven	amp	when	turned	up	to	playable	volumes.	But	it	was	mainly	seen	by	the	masses	as	a
practice	amp,	or	a	starter	amp	for	someone	just	getting	into	guitar.	Although,	at	the	time,	it	would	not	be	as	popular	as	many	of	the	other	Fender	models.	It	was	only	much	later,	when	smaller	combo	amps	became	popular,	that	the	Deluxe	Reverb	would	be	re-appreciated	as	a	great	small-club	amp.	Guitarists	realized	that	great	overdriven	tone	didn’t
need	to	come	from	“stomp	boxes”.	You	just	needed	a	nice	tube	amp	turned	up	a	bit.	Then	just	turn	down	your	guitar	to	get	a	clean	tone.	This	was	a	big	“ahh	ha”	moment	for	many	blues	guitarists	in	the	80’s	and	90’s.	Thank	God	we	all	came	to	our	senses.	But	it’s	probably	too	late	for	our	back	and	our	ears.	And	the	Deluxe	Reverb	was	perfect	for	this
approach.	Loud	enough	for	just	about	any	club	or	bar	gig,	but	big	and	sweet	at	the	same	time.	And	much	lighter	to	carry	around	for	the	aging	guitarist.	The	bigger	is	better	approach	was	finally	over.	Add	just	a	little	bit	of	overdrive	with	a	pedal	like	a	Tube	Screamer	and	you’ve	got	the	best	of	all	world’s.	This	is	pretty	much	the	sound	that	emerged
from	the	blues	bands	of	the	80’s.	Stevie	Ray	Vaughan	being	the	model	for	this	sound.	But	just	about	any	good	blues	band	used	the	same	approach	at	the	time…	smaller	amps	that	could	be	turned	up	for	a	great	sound…	and	maybe	a	bit	of	overdrive	from	a	box.	And	I	was	talking	with	my	friend,	and	well-known	local	guitarist,	Jimmy	Griswold	the	other
night	at	a	jam.	He’s	selling	his	Super	Reverb	because	he	realizes	it’s	just	too	damn	loud	for	most	situations	these	days…	and	too	heavy.	The	era	of	the	big,	heavy,	loud	amp	may	be	over.	The	Deluxe	Reverb	Today	Johnny	Lang’s	Deluxe	Reverb	I	see	more	and	more	of	the	great	young	blues	guitarists	moving	to	the	Deluxe	Reverb.	The	great	young	blues
guitarist	Johnny	Lang	uses	two	Deluxe	Reverb’s	these	days	on	stage.	Here’s	the	setup	from	a	Premier	Guitar	article…	“Lang’s	amp	setup	consists	of	two	handwired	Fender	Deluxe	Reverb	reissues.	This	one	is	mic’d	with	a	Shure	SM57.	He	plugged	into	both	the	Normal	and	Vibrato	channels	simultaneously	for	extra	thickness	and	texture.	Read	more
here.”	Interesting	that	he	uses	the	reissue	models	that	are	readily	available	even	though	he	could	afford	more	expensive	older	models.	Older	models	(1960’s	and	even	70’s)	sell	for	top	dollar.	I	see	them	on	eBay	for	well	over	$2K	and	even	more.	That’s	if	you	can	find	them.	I	saw	a	silver-faced	Deluxe	(1970’s)	at	a	local	music	store	for	$1500	recently.
And	the	65′	Deluxe	Reverb	Reissue	is	at	the	heart	of	the	current	Fender	lineup,	and	still	sells	extremely	well.	Used	reissues	are	not	easy	to	find.	Once	someone	gets	a	hold	of	one	they	don’t	let	go.	I	know	I	won’t	let	go	again.	You	can	buy	one	new	for	around	$1000.	Used	ones	are	in	the	$700	to	$800	range.	Still	a	solid	value	in	my	opinion.	Although
some	purists	claim	the	reissues	aren’t	as	good	as	the	originals.	The	originals	used	point-to-point	wiring	and	not	printed	circuit	boards	like	the	new	ones.	Some	claim	they	can	hear	the	difference	and	maybe	they	can.	I’m	not	sure	I	can…	but	who’s	to	say.	Like	I	said…	beauty	is	in	the	ear	of	the	beholder.	Below	you’ll	see	videos	of	a	couple	of	my	favorite
young	guitarists	using	the	Deluxe	in	local	clubs.	And	yes	even	on	larger	concert	stages.	Young	Damon	Fowler	doesn’t	even	use	any	pedals	at	all…	just	the	sweet	sounding	Deluxe	Reissue. Furthermore,	he	began	fixing	and	building	old	radios	at	age	14.The	Black	Face	series,	released	in	1963	is	the	last	one	that	Leo	designed	for	his	company	before	selling
it	to	CBS	in	1965.	For	many	of	us,	that	makes	them	the	holy	grail	of	Fender	amps.Well,	both	amps	have	that	black-tolex-with-silver-grill	look	that’s	just	iconic.The	first	difference	you’ll	notice	right	away	is	that	the	Twin	comes	equipped	with	the	silver	side	legs	to	tilt	the	amp	back	and	have	it	looking	at	you	while	you	play.	The	Deluxe	doesn’t	feature

The	Twin	Reverb	features	a	3-band	EQ	on	both	channels.	I	prefer	3-band	EQs	because	they	offer	much	greater	control	over	your	tone	than	a	2-band	EQ.There's	a
Bright	switch	on	both	channels	of	the	Twin	Reverb.	This	means	that	the	Twin	has	two	voicing	on	both	channels,	which	I	feel	gives	it	a	lot	more	versatility.The	sound	of	these	two	amps	is	what	made	them	famous.	And	if	you	think	of	the	Fender	amp	sound,	chances	are	you	are	thinking	of	one	of	these.Both	have	that	classic	Fender	sparkle	and	chime.
They	both	have	wonderfully	bright	highs,	with	buttery	smooth	lows,	and	those	distinctly	Fender	scooped	mids.At	85	watts,	with	two	speakers,	the	Twin	Reverb	is	much	louder	than	the	Deluxe’s	22	watts,	single	speaker.	But	that’s	not	all,	because	the	Twin	Reverb	pushes	the	power	amp	section	with	big,	25-watt	valves,	a	quartet	of	6l6s.If	you	plug	a
Stratocaster	into	the	vibrato	channel	and	play	your	amp	at	2	or	less,	with	the	bass	above	6,	the	mids	around	noon,	and	treble	beyond	7,	what	you	get	is	a	pristine	clean,	percussive,	and	full	sound	that	would	make	Dick	Dale	proud.Furthermore,	I	moved	from	the	bridge	pickup	to	the	bridge-and-middle	position,	and	all	the	way	to	the	neck,	and	it
sounded	perfect	for	strumming,	arpeggiating,	or	playing	clean	leads	with	a	little	compression.With	humbuckers,	the	sound	got	so	big	Noel	Gallagher	called	me	up	to	see	if	I	could	join	the	Oasis	reunion	tour	and	play	just	open	chords!	Lol,	jokes	apart,	the	sound	is	arena-big	but	remains	clean	until	you	push	it	to	unbearable	volume	levels	and	it	starts	to
break	up	magically.Yes,	the	tone	of	the	Twin	Reverb	when	it’s	below	3	is	so	clean	and	powerful	it’s	hard	to	stop	playing.	And	it	loves	overdrive	and	distortion	pedals.	The	midrange	of	the	Tube	Screamer	became	razor-sharp	and	just	glorious.	A	Tech21	Double	Drive	on	top	of	that	and	the	thick,	creamy	distortion	was	almost	too	buttery	and	beautiful	to
be	real.The	Deluxe	Reverb,	on	the	other	hand,	has	a	pair	of	smaller,	7.5-watt	6v6	valves.	This	gives	the	Deluxe	a	much	more	manageable	volume	in	most	scenarios	but	also	allows	you	to	play	with	your	picking	hand’s	intensity	to	generate	different	textures.Don’t	get	me	wrong,	both	amps	are	super	responsive	to	the	picking	hand,	but	with	the	Deluxe
Reverb	in	4	or	5,	you	can	get	sweet	and	smooth	overdrive	by	just	changing	the	attack	of	the	picking	hand.	If	you	go	full-on,	the	amp	gets	angry,	but	if	you’re	gentle,	the	amp	cleans	up	nicely.The	same	happens	with	the	volume	knob	of	your	guitar.With	the	Strat,	and	playing	at	the	same	volume	level	as	the	Twin	Reverb	(the	Twin’s	2	is	the	Deluxe’s	5
approximately),	I	could	get	a	mild,	nice	overdrive	by	just	hitting	harder.	The	tone	cleaned	up	a	lot	when	playing	gentler.My	Strat	plugged	into	the	Fender	'65	Deluxe	Reverb.The	different	valves	used	in	the	power	section	is	not	a	detail.	You	have	to	drive	6l6s	much	harder	to	get	them	to	overdrive.	This	makes	the	Twin	Reverb	seem	like	it	has	infinite
headroom.	The	edge-of-breakup	volume	of	the	Twin	is	sincerely	deafening.	I	can’t	think	of	any	modern	scenario	in	which	you	could	push	those	valves	to	that	volume.Plus,	the	open-back	cabinet	with	dual	12”	speakers	moves	way	more	air,	and	the	feeling	of	loudness	coming	from	the	Twin	is	huge.	It	makes	a	pushed	Deluxe	Reverb	sound	tiny	next	to	its
humongous	tone.	I	tried	the	same	humbucker-equipped	guitar	and	the	open	chords	but	Noel	didn’t	ring	me	for	that	Oasis	spot	unless	I	played	the	Twin.	Jokes	apart	(again)	the	humbuckers	were	only	pristine	when	rolling	off	the	volume	but	gave	me	a	round,	punchy	overdriven	sound	great	for	rhythm	playing.Another	big	difference	here	is	that,	while
the	Deluxe	Reverb	comes	with	a	5u4g	rectifier	valve,	the	Twin	Reverb	features	solid	state	rectification.	At	low	volume,	this	difference	is	not	something	you’ll	notice.Nevertheless,	as	you	push	the	amp,	the	authentic	and	amazing	“sag”	effect	of	the	inefficient	rectification	makes	a	stellar	appearance	in	the	Deluxe.	Yes,	it’s	a	trademark	of	the	Deluxe	and
the	Princeton	Reverb,	but	not	for	this	version	of	the	Twin	Reverb.But	all	that	I	said	above	doesn’t	at	all	mean	the	Deluxe	is	soft.You	can	still	take	this	amp	to	any	venue	and	it	will	be	loud.	In	fact,	plenty	of	guitarists	like	Eric	Johnson	use	a	Deluxe	for	live	performances.Turning	up	the	volume,	these	amps	start	to	break	up	quite	nicely.	Both	amps	just
have	this	wonderful	vintage	crunch	when	you	crank	them.I	think	the	Deluxe	is	much	more	prone	to	that	edge-of-breakup	sound	because	of	its	controlled	loudness	The	Twin,	on	the	other	hand,	is	the	best	clean	and	powerful	pedal	platform	I	can	think	of	because	of	its	seemingly	infinite	headroom.The	Twin	Reverb’s	Bright	control	helps	to	give	it	an	extra
boost	when	you	need	it.	On	high	volume,	the	Bright	control	gives	the	amp	a	bit	more	bite.But	where	I	feel	the	Bright	control	really	helps	is	on	lower	volumes.	It	just	pushes	the	amp’s	tone	a	bit	forward,	making	it	stand	out	more.	It’s	like	cranking	the	“Presence”	knob	on	an	old	Marshall	head.	It	gives	the	amp	an	edge	to	cut	through	the	mix	and	reach
the	forefront	easier.With	the	Bright	off,	you	still	have	a	lot	of	brightness,	the	tone	is	just	a	bit	more	mellow	and	rounded.	This	is	great	if	you	don’t	need	to	give	the	amp	a	push,	like	with	jazz	or	blues.The	Vibrato	channel	on	both	amps	is	equally	impressive.	You	can	have	a	slow,	pulsing	or	quickfire,	tremolo-like	vibrato,	and	everything	in	between.The
Vibrato	channel	also	has	some	more	dirt	to	it	because	of	the	extra	gain	stage	the	reverb	requires.	This	means	that	you	can	get	a	meaner	drive	sound	through	the	Vibrato	channel.As	for	pedals,	both	amps	have	no	problem	with	a	pedalboard	running	through	them.If	you	want	a	totally	clean	platform	at	band	volume	with	a	loud	drummer,	then	the	Twin	is
just	perfect,	heavy	and	big,	but	perfect.	The	Deluxe	will	always	add	a	little	grit	in	that	scenario,	when	you	push	it	beyond	5.The	easy	answer	is	both.	Both	of	these	amps	are	simply	fantastic,	and	choosing	one	over	the	other	is	impossible.	If	you	have	the	chance	and	the	budget,	well,	“both”	is	the	right	answer.The	long	answer	is	it	depends.	The	Twin
Reverb	is	slightly	more	versatile	than	the	Deluxe	and	its	sound	is	a	bit	more	rounded.That	said,	because	of	its	volume,	size	and	weight,	it	might	be	too	much	of	a	hassle	to	carry	around	to	gigs	and	practice.	And	unless	you	play	at	huge	venues,	it	will	probably	be	too	loud	for	most.I	would	say	that	the	Twin	Reverb	is	the	perfect	studio	amp,	and	the
Deluxe	Reverb	is	the	perfect	live	amp.	The	Twin	can	be	kept	in	a	studio	where	it	doesn’t	need	to	be	moved	too	often,	while	the	Deluxe	can	easily	be	carried	around.Moreover,	both	amps	sound	very	similar.	Thus,	you’d	be	taking	the	same	kind	of	audio	you	use	in	your	studio	to	any	live	gigs	in	a	much	more	comfortable	package.	That’s	why,	in	an	ideal
scenario,	“both”	is	the	perfect	answer.If	I	had	to	choose	between	the	two,	I	would	probably	choose	the	Deluxe.	It	just	makes	more	practical	sense	for	an	average	guitarist.	It	sounds	stellar,	it's	portable,	and	can	give	you	different	tones	and	flavors	to	play	with	besides	taking	pedals	very	well.The	Deluxe	Reverb	is,	definitely,	my	desert-island	amp.	This
hidden	gem	of	Fender	Amplification	is	the	new	Holy	Grail	in	present	times	in	which	lower	volume	and	small	size	are	two	big	pros	for	any	amp.Fender’s	legendary	tube	amps	have	been	mainstays	of	live	stages	and	recording	studios	for	the	better	part	of	a	century.Most	guitar	players	are	familiar	with	the	Fender	logo	thanks	to	its	appearance	on	some	of
the	most	famous	guitars	ever	played.	The	image	of	Jimi	Hendrix	wielding	his	Fender	Stratocaster	like	a	deadly	weapon	is	indelibly	etched	into	rock	history.Fender	knew	that	his	revolutionary	electric	guitar	would	need	an	amp	appropriate	for	the	instrument.	Some	early	guitar	players	plugged	straight	into	PAs	or	home	stereos,	but	Leo	Fender	designed
amplifiers	for	his	instruments.The	Twin	Reverb	and	Deluxe	Reverb	both	owe	their	popularity	to	the	period	of	heightened	post-war	innovation	at	Fender	Musical	Instruments.This	was	their	“Tweed	phase,”	when	the	company	draped	their	amps	in	a	tweed-like	cloth	covering,	giving	them	a	distinctive	look	and	a	superior	sound	to	just	about	every	other
amp	on	the	market.For	example,	Keith	Richards,	producer	Andy	Watt,	and	many	other	elite	players	still	get	their	sounds	from	tweed-era	Twin	Amps	live	and	in	the	studio.Fender	amplifiers	were,	for	the	first	wave	of	guitar	players,	the	original	sound	of	electric	guitar.This	tone,	chiming,	clean,	and	with	plenty	of	volume,	changed	music	as	we	know	it.	If
you’ve	heard	early	American	rock	and	roll,	jazz,	surf	music,	or	electric	blues,	the	sound	you’re	thinking	of	is	likely	a	Fender	tweed	amp.Furthermore,	the	Marshall	Plexi,	the	amp	that	the	iconic	Hendrix	Strat	was	plugged	into,	comes	from	a	Fender	design.	Indeed,	Jim	Marshall	received	a	Fender	Bassman	and	based	his	classic	design	on	it.	Afterward,
the	inability	to	find	6l6	valves	in	the	UK	forced	him	to	use	el34s,	which	gave	birth	to	the	“brown”	sound	and	the	huge	tones	of	‘70s	arena	rock.But	that’s	a	whole	different	story,	maybe	for	another	time.Back	to	Fender	legends,	this	is	why	the	Deluxe	Reverb	and	Twin	Reverb	are	so	popular.	They	capture	the	volume,	power,	looks,	and	sound	of	the	old-
school	Fender	amps	that	defined	an	era	and	add	to	it	all	the	pristine-clean	tones,	drippy	reverb,	and	otherworldly	tremolo	of	the	‘60s	Black	Face	Fender	amps.If	you	want	stellar,	celestial	cleans,	play	it	clean	and	enjoy,	and	if	you	want	rock	just	push	the	volume.The	other	thing	guitar	players,	particularly	younger	players	in	the	modern	era,	love	about
Fender	amps	is	how	well	they	respond	to	pedals.	Some	amplifiers	only	work	well	with	some	pedals.	Some	(like	some	Marshall	amps)	don’t	take	pedals	well	at	all.All	the	classic	Fender	amplifiers	react	very	well	to	just	about	any	tone-shaping	pedal.	Overdrive?	No	problem.	Modulation?	Easy!	Echo?	Fender	virtually	invented	spring	reverb,	no	trouble	at
all.The	classic	tone	and	the	possibility	to	play	with	just	about	any	pedal	you	can	think	of	keeps	Fender’s	amplifiers	at	the	forefront	of	the	market	to	this	day.In	my	experience	as	a	player	touring	in	bars	and	small	venues,	it’s	odd	to	walk	onto	any	stage	and	NOT	spot	an	amp	with	a	Fender	logo	waiting	for	you.	Furthermore,	finding	it	there	is	a	nice
feeling.	You	just	know	about	their	reliability	and	sound	forecast	for	a	great	night	of	playing.Moreover,	the	Hot	Rod	Series	by	Fender	is,	for	some,	the	most	rented	backline	tube	amp	today.Well,	the	American	Vintage	line	is	the	best	you	can	hope	for.	Believe	me,	you	know	you	made	it	past	the	underground	scene	when	you	outdo	Hot	Rods;	when	you
walk	on	that	stage	and	there’s	a	Deluxe	Reverb	waiting	for	you,	or	a	Twin	Reverb	in	a	larger	venue.Although	some	modern	players	might	prefer	their	DAWs	and	plugins,	for	many	of	us	-	myself	included	-	you	just	can’t	beat	the	sound	of	a	genuine	tube	amp	and	thick,	dense	tone.It’s	all	about	getting	your	dream	tone	out	of	your	head	and	into	your	ears.
Fender	amps	help	do	that.The	Fender	Twin	Reverb	and	Deluxe	Reverb	have	been	the	choice	of	countless	guitarists	for	six	decades.On	one	hand,	the	times	in	which	bigger	was	better	and	loud	amps	were	the	most	common	thing	to	play	in	venues,	the	Twin	Reverb	was	the	Fender	amp	to	judge	them	all	by.Nowadays,	in	times	of	volume	restriction	and
smaller	places,	the	Deluxe	Reverb	rises	as	the	perfect	replacement,	the	heir	to	the	throne	the	Twin	is	too	big	and	loud	to	occupy.Both	will	give	you	that	amazing	Fender	tone	that	can	be	compressed,	scooped,	and	at	the	verge	of	breakup	or	pristine	clean	with	enough	headroom	to	remain	stellarly	clear	and	compete	with	a	loud	drummer	at	the	same
time.I	think	the	Deluxe	Reverb	makes	more	sense	for	most	people.	Aside	from	the	lower	price,	it	offers	a	more	manageable	size,	higher	portability,	and	the	ability	to	achieve	desirable	tube-driven	tones	at	lower	volumes.	So,	if	you	live	in	an	apartment,	have	a	home	studio,	want	to	practice	at	home,	and	you	gig	often	taking	the	amp	with	you,	the	Deluxe
Reverb	is	the	best	option	of	the	two.
