between the United States and the United Kingdom. This treaty resolved standing boundary issues between the two nations. The treaty allowed for joint occupation and settlement of the Oregon Country, known to the British and in Canadian history as the Columbia District of the Hudson's Bay Company, and including the southern portion of its sister
district New Caledonia. The two nations agreed to a boundary line involving the 49th parallel north, in part because a straight-line boundary would be easier to survey than the pre-existing boundaries based on watersheds. The treaty marked both the United Kingdom's last permanent major loss of territory in what is now the Continental United States
and the United States' first permanent significant cession of North American territory to a foreign power, the second being the Webster-Ashburton Treaty of 1842. The British ceded all of Rupert's Land south of the 49th parallel and east of the Continental Divide, including all of the Red River Colony south of that latitude, while the United States
ceded the northernmost edge of the Missouri Territory north of the 49th parallel. Portrait of Frederick Robinson by Thomas Lawrence The treaty name is variously cited as "Convention respecting fisheries, boundary, and the restoration of slaves",[1] "Convention of Commerce (Fisheries, Boundary and the Restoration of Slaves)",[2] and "Convention of
Commerce between His Majesty and the United States of America".[3][4] Article I secured fishing rights along Newfoundland and Labrador for the US. Article II set the boundary between British North America and the United States along "a line drawn from the most northwestern point of the Lake of the Woods, [due south, then] along the 49th
parallel of north latitude..." to the "Stony Mountains"[3] (now known as the Rocky Mountains). Britain ceded all territory south of this new boundary, including portions of the Red River Colony and Rupert's Land (comprising parts of the present states of Minnesota, North Dakota, and South Dakota). The United States ceded the portion of the
Louisiana Purchase lying north of the 49th parallel (the northernmost portion of the Mississippi River watershed, including those parts of the Milk River, Poplar River, and Big Muddy Creek watersheds in modern-day Alberta and Saskatchewan). The article settled a boundary dispute caused by ignorance of actual geography in the boundary agreed to
in the 1783 Treaty of Paris, which ended the American Revolutionary War. The earlier treaty had placed the boundary between the United States and British North America along a line extending westward from the Lake of the Woods to the Mississippi River. The parties did not realize that the river did not extend that far north and so such a line
would never meet the river. In fixing the problem, the 1818 treaty created a pene-enclave of the United States, the Northwest Angle, the small section of the present state of Minnesota that is the only part of the United States apart from Alaska that lies north of the 49th parallel. Article III provided for joint control of land in the Oregon Country for ten
years. Both could use land and were guaranteed free navigation throughout. Article IV confirmed the Anglo-American Convention of 1815,[5] which regulated commerce between the two parties, for an additional ten years. Article V agreed to refer differences over a US claim arising from the Treaty of Ghent, which ended the War of 1812, to "some
Friendly Sovereign or State to be named for that purpose." The claim in question was for the return of or compensation for American slaves who had escaped to British-controlled territory or Royal Navy warships when the treaty was signed. The article in question was about handing over property, and the US government claimed that the slaves were
the property of its citizens.[3] Article VI established that ratification would occur within six months of signing the treaty. This section needs additional citations for verification. the privy council, and Henry Goulburn, an undersecretary of state.[4] The treaty was signed on October 20, 1818. Ratifications were exchanged on January 30, 1819.[1] The Convention of 1818, along with the Rush-Bagot Treaty of 1817, marked the beginning of improved relations between the British Empire and its former colonies, and paved the
way for more positive relations between the US and Canada although repelling a US invasion was a defense priority in Canada until 1928.[6] Despite the relatively friendly nature of the agreement, it resulted in a fierce struggle for control of the Oregon Country for the following two decades. The British-chartered Hudson's Bay Company, having
previously established a trading network centered on Fort Vancouver on the lower Columbia River, with other forts in what is now eastern Washington and Idaho as well as on the Oregon Coast and in Puget Sound, undertook a harsh campaign to restrict encroachment by US fur traders to the area. By the 1830s, the policy of discouraging settlement
was undercut to some degree by the actions of John McLoughlin, Chief Factor of the Hudson's Bay Company at Fort Vancouver, who regularly provided relief and welcome to US immigrants who had arrived at the post over the Oregon Trail. By the mid-1840s, the tide of US immigration, as well as a US political movement to claim the entire territory,
led to a renegotiation of the agreement. The Oregon Treaty in 1846 permanently established the 49th parallel as the boundary between the United States and British North America to the Pacific Ocean.[citation needed] Adams-Onis Treaty of 1819, between the U.S. and Spain, resolved borders from Florida to the Pacific Ocean. The Webster-
Ashburton Treaty of 1842 resolved uncertainties left by the 1818 treaty, including the Northwest Angle problem, which had been created by the use of a faulty map. Retrieved from " Home19th Century AmericaWestward ExpansionAmerican Border with
Canada In 1775, Britain lost all of its colonies on the eastern coast of North America. These colonies had rebelled and come together as the United States of America. Although this was a huge setback for Britain, it continued to have important colonies in North America, specifically in the regions of Canada. But the problem was that the newly-born
USA was expanding rapidly towards the West and the border between Canada and USA was not fixed. So both sides agreed to resolves their border issues peacefully. Why did they need to fix borders? The main point of contention between British Canada and USA was the Oregon Territory. This Territory stretched over the modern-day states of
Oregon, Washington, Idaho, Montana and Wyoming. And this land was rich with fur-bearing animals. So both the Americans and the British from Canada wanted to hunt these animals, get their furs and sell them. This often brought them into conflict with each other and it was possible that both sides could have started fighting over this issue. But
thankfully, they decided to take a more sane way of dealing with this problem. Representatives from the American and British governments sat down and agreed to a treaty which was called the ‘Treaty of 1818’. What was written in Treaty of 1818? The Treaty of 1818 decided many important things between Canada and USA. One of the most
important of them was that the 49th parallel north would be the permanent border between America and Canada. This was a straight horizontal line on the map and it made sense to have a straight border rather than a zigzag border. With the fixing of this border, Britain had to give up some land to U.S. and U.S. gave up a small portion of land to the
British Canada. The treaty also said that the Oregon Territory, which was important to both America and Canada, would be jointly occupied by both nations. When and where was the Treaty of 1818 signed? The Treaty of 1818 was signed in London on October 20, 1818. United States of America was represented by American ambassador to France,
Albert Gallatin, and American minister to U.K., Richard Rush. Britain was represented by Treasurer of the Royal Navy, Frederick John Robinson and Henry Goulburn. Once the treaty had been signed, it was sent to the British and American governments for approval. Both sides ratified the treaty in January, 1819. Aftermath Although both sides agreed
to jointly occupy the Oregon Territory, this proved impractical. The Hudson’s Bay Company which operated in British Canada tried to hunt as many fur-bearing animals as possible in order to leave nothing for American hunters and settlers. This was an attempt to discourage American settlers from coming into the Oregon region. The policy didn’t
exactly work. Instead, Americans started demanding from the government of USA that Oregon Territory should be made a part of the United States. In 1846, Britain and America again came to the negotiation table. This time, Oregon Territory finally came under American control and 49th Parallel north became the permanent border between USA
and Canada. Louisiana Territory
was purchased for a sum of $15 Million Dollars. The addition of Louisiana Territory to United States effectively doubled the size of the nation. It also ushered in the era of westward expansion. Soon after the Louisiana Purchase, Americans begun to migrate westwards in search for land they could own and other opportunities. Manifest Destiny
Manifest destiny was a concept coined by a journalist John O’Sullivan in 1845. According to this concept, it was the manifest destiny of the United States that it must spread its principles of liberty and freedom to the entire North America. The concept was repeatedly used to justify the westwards expansion of the United States during the 19th
century. It also rallied the support of patriots and other political groups in the favor of expansionist policies. Westward Expansion Trails When the United States began to expand westwards, the West had no roads or any other form of infrastructure. The migrants used overland paths and trails to make long journeys in order to reach different parts of
the west. Some of these trails ran thousands of miles. Nearly all were served by wagons on which migrants, their families and their goods journeyed. Famous trails into the west included the Oregon Trail, the California Highway, the Mormon Trail , the Santa Fe Trail, the Old Spanish Trail, and the Southern Emigrant Trail. Westward Expansion and
Slavery The westward expansion of United States raised the issue of slavery. Should the new territories and states be allowed to practice slavery? The country already had pro-slavery and anti-slavery states, and the issue of slavery became a major point of disagreement. Throughout the early 19th century, attempts were made to settle the question
through a compromise - by keeping the number of slave states and free states equal. But the issue ultimately erupted in the American Civil War in 1861. The Wild West As United States expanded westwards, the Wild West came into being. Wild West was a land of opportunity, freedom and liberty. It also lacked the power of the law, so lawless
elements reigned free. Killings and shootings were frequent. At the same time, Wild West was also the home of self-reliant, sturdy and brave frontiersmen who stood their own against all obstacles. President Thomas Jefferson purchased the Louisiana territory from France for only $15 Million Dollars The Exploration of this new territory became
known as ‘Westward Expansion’. American’s were given free land in these new territories as a way to colonize the area. During this westward expansion many famous trails were created such as the Oregon trail. Significant inventions during this time period included the steel plow, mechanical reaper, chuck wagon, barbed wire and self-propelling windmills. Iron and steel production rapidly increased in America during the 19th century. By the end of the century, America was the
leading industrial nation of the world. Chuck Wagon Railroads in 19th Century Stagecoaches were the most prevalent form of transport in the early 19th century America. Important and more urgent mail was usually carried on horseback. This began to change when the railroad network started to be laid. The transcontinental railroad connected the
East with the West. It didn’t see a lot of progress in the first half of the 19th century - only about 9,000 miles of railroad were laid by 1850. During the second half of the century, the railroads rapidly developed. By the turn of the century, nearly 190,000 miles of railroad network had been laid. This made transport easier, faster and more affordable for
American citizens. Growth of American Cities Cities became the hallmark of American lifestyle during the 19th century. Many new cities became established and populated during this time period. Not only that, significant improvements took place in the quality of life offered in these cities. In the first half of the century, the cities were somewhat
overpopulated and unhealthy. With time, amenities like gas and water supplies were introduced. Parks were established, streetcars started transporting passengers and the outlook of the cities greatly improved. New York 19th Century Rural Life in 19th Century America The establishment of farms and homesteads in the American West gave birth to
a new kind of rural life. The farmers and homesteaders who championed this life were fiercely self-sufficient. They chopped their own woods, built their own cabins, sowed their crops and relied heavily on their own resources for every need. They became the icons of American self-sufficiency. In this, they were helped by advancements such as new
machines for farming. Nevertheless, personal toil was an important trait in 19th century American life. City Life in 19th Century America In the 19th century, American cities and towns began to spring up and expand. During the later part of the century, this expansion became very rapid. Industrial development attracted large numbers of people to
the cities. During this period, mass transit methods within cities were established such as cable cars and elevated railways. Skyscrapers became increasingly common in American cities. Suburban and immigrant communities became a permanent part of city life. City life was noisy, crowded and hard with most people living in rented spaces. But it
was also a multi-ethnic and multicultural experience which laid the foundation for the modern American city life Slavery in 19th Century America Slavery was a contested issue in USA right from the start. The Northern states were more liberal in their views and opposed slavery from the beginning. The southern states relied heavily on slaves for their
plantation-based economy, and so they strongly supported slavery. Every time a new state was added, both sides wrangled over whether it would be pro-slavery or anti-slavery. These differences came to a head when Abraham Lincoln became President in 1861. The South seceded and this led to the American Civil War. The anti-slavery North of
America was decisively successful in this civil war, this led to slavery being abolished and changed the outlook of the southern states towards it, which changed them permanently. Labor Unions and Labor Rights With the rise of industrial development, labor unions also came into being. Labor unions lobbied for fair wages and rights. In doing so, they
often came into conflict with large companies and businesses. Many labor organizations, such as Knights of Labor, came into being during 19th century America. They used tools such as strikes and boycotts to secure their rights. On the other side, industrialists hired strike-breaking thugs to counter these measures. In many cases, law enforcement
agencies sided with the industrialists and broke up the strikes, arresting the workers. Labor rights remained a hotly contested issue during the later part of the 19th century. Following is a brief overview of the important aspects of American history. Native Americans Native Americans started arriving in modern-day
United States around 15,000 years ago. They arrived in multiple waves and settled in different areas of North America. Because of this, they developed their own distinct cultures and languages, although they also shared many aspects of their cultures. When the Europeans discovered the American continent in 1492, they soon began efforts to
colonize it. This brought Europeans in contact with the Native Americans which drastically changed the lives of Native Americans. In the ensuing warfare between the two sides and the diseases brought by the Europeans, large portions of Native American population perished. American History and the European Colonies Christopher Columbus
journeyed west from Europe in a bid to travel to India via a new route. He stumbled upon the American continent, a land mass which was previously unknown to the Europeans. This was an important point in American history as with this discovery, European nations realized that they had a new land where they can expand their powers. Different
European nations such as the Spanish, French, Dutch and British began attempts to colonize the new continent. The Spanish were the first to begin colonization attempts while the British arrived later. Jamestown and Virginia The British made several attempts to establish a colony in North America. Their first success came with the success of the
Jamestown settlement. This settlement was established in 1607. Although the settlement had to face a tough few years, it gradually began to export tobacco to England and grew prosperous. In time, the Jamestown settlement blossomed into the Virginia Colony. The colony was initially owned by the Virginia Company but was eventually taken over by
the British crown in 1624. The colony of Virginia also had the first representative government in North America. Pilgrim Fathers In 1620, a group of Puritans arrived in North America. They had traveled to the new land to escape religious persecution and find the freedom to practice their beliefs. They came from Europe aboard the ship ‘Mayflower’
and landed at present-day Plymouth. This group of Puritans established the Plymouth colony. More waves of Puritans arrived in North America and established other colonies. Many of these colonies expanded in size and became immensely successful and an important part of American history. The Puritans who first arrived and established colonies
were later termed Pilgrim Fathers. The Pilgrims arrive from Plymouth England on the Mayflower Ship French and Indian War The French and Indian War took place in 1754. In this war, British American colonies fought against the French colonies in North America. The war decisively shaped the future of North American - The French were defeated
and their colonial influence in North America nearly came to an end. British American colonies emerged victorious. The war cost the British crown a significant sum, so it decided to start levying taxes on the British colonists in America to pay these taxes. This angered the colonists who considered these taxes unfair. After protests, riots and refusal to
implement many taxes, the relations between the British government and the American colonists grew bitter. This paved the path for the American Revolutionary War. French Indian War American History Timelines Boston Tea Party By 1773, relations between the British government and American colonists were at their lowest. The British
government made repeated attempts to implement taxes and subdue the colonists. The colonists, on the other hand, refused to pay taxes and resisted government measures. As part of these measures, British government stipulated that only British East India Company was authorized to import tea to the colonies. In retaliation for this, when a
Company ship arrived at Boston with nearly 300 chests of tea, colonists dressed as Indians visited the ship and threw all the tea chests into the sea. This famously became known as the Boston Tea Party. Boston Tea Party Tea Act 1773, Protests against the British Tea Act (Tax) Continental Congress American colonists demanded that there should be
no taxation without representation. In other words, they meant that if British government wanted to tax them, it should also give them representation in the government. When the government refused, Americans came up with their own parliament - this was known as the Continental Congress. The Congress included representatives from all the
American colonies. The first Continental Congress met in 1774. It asked the King to come to terms with the Americans so that there would be peace. But the British crown refused to heed them. American Revolution In 1775, British soldiers tried to seize a weapons cache of the American colonists. The colonists decided to resist them. Shots were fired
during the incident and these marked the beginning of the American Revolution. The British army initially had the upper hand - they were better organized with more weaponry and support from the British government. But the American colonial army, which was called The Continental Army, quickly grew in size and experience. It was led by George
Washington and aided significantly by the French and began to win the struggle against the British Armies. This was one of the most important events in American history. American History - Declaration of Independence As the American Revolutionary War was still going on, American colonists demanded complete freedom from British rule. The
colonies or states adopted their own constitution. Then the Continental Congress adopted the famous Declaration of Independence on July 4, 1776. This proclamation effectively stated that the American colonies now considered themselves free of the British rule. American Declaration of Independence 1776 Document Birth of USA The Declaration of
Independence marked the birth of the nation. Then the Revolutionary War also began to turn in the favor of Americans. By 1783, the British were exhausted and defeated. They accepted a peace agreement and the United States was recognized as an independent nation. The former British colonies had won their freedom and forged themselves into a
separate nation.
