Pour en savoir plus, cliquez ici.Contactez-nousconcernant toute question lie la citoyennet canadienne.The government of Quebec has implemented provisions to simplify the hiring of
temporary foreign workers who hold a valid Quebec Selection Certificate (CSQ). These provisions include an exemption from the requirement to apply for a Labour Market Impact Assessment (LMIA) if they are hiring a foreign worker who:possesses a valid work permit;holds a skilled worker Certificate of Selection in Quebec (CSQ). This document is
issued by Quebec immigration authorities indicating that the person designated on the certificate has been selected to reside in Quebec;currently resides in Quebec; andhas applied for permanent residency under the Quebec Skilled Worker Program.In addition, the foreign worker must fall within one of the following criteria:He or she is seeking to
extend the work permit for his or her current employer;He or she seeking to renew the work authorization with a new employer in Quebec;He or she is a foreign student who has obtained a post-graduation work permit and has a validated job offer in Quebec; orHe or she is participating in a program under the International Experience Canada (IEC)
initiative and is either seeking to extend the work authorization for his or her current employer or renew it for a new employer in Quebec.These criteria apply only to Quebec. There are also a number of cases that apply across Canada for which an LMIA may not be required. For a full list of LMIA exemptions, click here.The federal regulations that
govern LMIAs generally place exacting advertising requirements on the employer in question, with the employer being required to advertise the position for a minimum of 28 days before a request can be made to hire a foreign worker. Having these regulations in place aims to give Canadian citizens and permanent residents an opportunity to apply
for the position in question before a request may be made for the company to hire a foreign worker. This, together with detailed analyses of any interviews that were performed before a job offer was extended to the foreign worker, serves as proof of recruitment efforts.The Ministry of Immigration, Francisation and Integration (Ministre de
I'ITmmigration, de la Francisation et de l'Intgration or MIFI) has an agreement with Employment and Social Development Canada (ESDC) whereby a request for a LMIA may be made without the employer being required to go through the full advertising process. These are known as facilitated LMIAs.Specialised target occupationsin February, 2014,
Quebec implemented a list of target skilled occupations for which there is a labour market need in the province. The normal advertising requirements for obtaining a positive LMIA are waved for the occupations on this list, which is updated annually. To see the current list of target occupations, click here.Employers in Quebec attempting to hire a
foreign worker must still follow all of the other steps of the regular LMIA application process and meet all the requirements of the Temporary Foreign Worker Program (TFWP).If the job offered to the foreign worker falls outside the list of occupations, the LMIA application will be assessed under the regular process, with the employer required to
advertise the position for a minimum of 28 days beforehand.Employee compensationThe wage offered to the foreign worker for a given position must be consistent with the wage rate paid to Canadian citizens and permanent residents working in the same occupation in the same geographical area.In order to work as a temporary foreign worker in the
province of Quebec, foreign workers must have a temporary offer of employment from a Quebec-based employer and be granted a Temporary Work Permit by Employment and Social Development Canada (ESDC).In almost all other cases not covered by the above, a regular LMIA process will have to be carried out. In the case of LMIAs issued for
employers in Quebec, the employer must carry out the LMIA process with respect to federal regulations and submit supporting documents to the MIFI. PR through the British Columbia Provincial Nominee Program (BC PNP). These streams were discontinued near the end of 2024, and the province made plans to launch three replacement streams in 2025. The opening of these streams, however, have been put on pause until B.C.s allocation levels are restored.As for the Northwest Territories and
Yukon, these territories dont currently have any streams targeting international student graduates. This means foreign nationals seeking to work and settle in these territories will not be able to do so through a student-specific stream, but will rather have to do so through available skilled worker streams or investor streams.Note: There is no PNP for
Quebec as they have their own immigration system, and Nunavut does not have an immigrant nominee program.In most cases, no, but it varies depending on the stream. Most PNP graduate streams require completion of studies at an in-province institution, but there are some exceptions. Certain streams do allow international student graduates to
have attended institutions outside the nominating province, and even internationally.In some cases, however, there are conditions or additional requirements placed on such individuals.It ultimately depends on the stream itself; some PNPs explicitly state that you will not qualify if you studied in another province.For example, Ontarios Employer Job

Not all student-specific streams require you to
have a job offer in order to qualify.About half of all the streams currently targeting international graduate students are job-offer oriented, leaving nine that are not.Streams that do not require a job offer focus on other qualifications, such as education, work experience, provincial connections, and more.Work experience requirements vary by stream.
Some streams dont require any work experience, while others typically ask for at least six months to one year of experience.Additionally, some provinces may grant extra points for work experience that exceeds their minimum requirements when evaluating your profile through their points-based selection system.To prove your eligibility, carefully
review the streams requirements and provide documented evidence pertaining to each requirement, where necessary. If by the time you receive an ITA for provincial nomination your PGWP only has three months of validity remaining, you
will not be able to accept that ITA as you no longer meet the four-month validity requirement.In other cases, if your change in status has not rendered you ineligible, its possible for you to move forward with the process and ultimately to receive a nomination while outside Canadabut note that receiving the nomination will not automatically grant you
work authorization. You will gain permanent work authorization only after you receive permanent residency.If you applied for a new work permit or work permit extension prior to the expiry of your PGWP, and have remained in Canada, you may benefit from maintained status, meaning that you retain your legal authorization to work in Canada under

You should only apply to a PNP if you have agenuine intent to settle in that province.No, but
you can submit EOIs to more than one PNP.To be eligible as a PNP applicant, you must demonstrate a genuine intent to reside in that province. If you apply to more than one PNP at the same time, you are engaging in misrepresentationa serious immigration offence that can lead to a 5-year ban on Canadian immigration or even to revocation of your
permanent residence or citizenship down the road.But you can submit EOIs in more than one PNP poolthere is nothing inconsistent about having an interest to settle in a number of provinces, and being considered as a PNP candidate by more than one province.Once you move to the application stage, however, you must have an intent to reside in the
province or territory to which you are applying.Yes, you can submit EOIs to multiple PNP pools simultaneously as long as you meet each provinces eligibility criteria.Be prepared to justify your plans if questioned about your intent to reside. Its recommended to prioritize provinces where you have the strongest ties (e.g. job offer, education, or family)
to avoid credibility issues.This will depend entirely on the stream you are applying under. While many streams do not expect applicants to demonstrate sufficient settlement funds in order to qualify, some doespecially if a job offer is not required.For example, two of Manitobas student-specific streamsthe Graduate Internship Pathway and the
International Student Entrepreneur Pilotrequire you to be in good financial standing.Generally, yes, but for most streams, youll have to have lived in Canada while completing those online studies. If you earned an educational credential from a Canadian institution, most provinces typically accept online/distance learning provided the school is a
Designated Learning Institution, and provided that you resided in Canada/the province while completing those studies.In some cases, however, PNPs explicitly state that you must have completed your education in-person. For example, this is the case for Newfoundland and Labradors International Graduate Entrepreneur pathways.If your education
was completed outside Canada, some provinces may not count purely online/distance programs unless there were in-person components (hybrid learning) or the credential you received is recognized and equivalent to a Canadian credentialas verified by an Educational Credential Assessment (ECA).If you are still unsure after reading a streams
application guide, it can be beneficial to get in touch with the immigration office of the province or territory you are interested in settling in to get confirmation.Generally, no. Some PNPs have streams requiring you to obtain a job offer from an employer in that province which is not necessarily in your exact field of study, but related to your field of
study. Individuals must have an occupation falling under one of four NOC codes and require individuals to have a diploma or degree unless they belong to one particular NOC.For some streams, you can apply directly for nomination. Others, however, require you to indicate your interest through a provinces EOI system, which is an application management
system.Foreign nationals interested in immigrating to a province through a particular stream must submit an EOI to the PNPor profilewhich highlights their skills, work experience, education, and other factors (for example, your age, or your relatives living in the province).Profiles are entered into a candidate pool and ranked. The PNP will typically
send invitations to its top-ranking candidates in periodic draws throughout the year, until reaching its program cap(s).Typically, yes. For some PNP streams, it is free to submit an EOI. For others, a province may require individuals to pay a fee in order to enter the candidate pool. Ultimately, whether a stream is free or requires a fee is at the province
or territorys discretion.For example, to submit an EOI for Ontarios Masters Graduate Stream, you are not required to pay a fee.Albertas Foreign Graduate Entrepreneur Stream, on the other hand, has a $200 EOI submission fee.Note that an EOI fee is different than an application fee.Nearly every PNP charges application fees if you are invited and
choose to respond by submitting a complete application.Once you receive an ITA to a provinces PNP, you will be expected to submit an application for provincial nomination within a set number of days outlined by the PNP.The exact number of days can vary considerably, ranging anywhere from 14 to 90 days.If you do not respond by the PNPs
outlined timeline, your ITA will expire.For steams that do not require an EOI, however, you do not have to wait to receive an ITA in order to apply for provincial nominationyou can submit an application directly to the province any time you wish, provided that the stream is open.To be eligible for economic immigration through the PNP, you must meet
both general eligibility requirements for entry into Canada as well as stream-specific requirements set out by the province or territory.For any given stream, a PNP will have eligibility criteria outlined on their official website. While eligibility varies stream to stream, you can expect to meet requirements relating to age, education, work experience,
pre-arranged employment, and more.Most PNPs also have application guides you can reference for detailed eligibility criteria, conditions, exceptions, implications, and more.PNPs also clearly indicate scenarios that will deem someone automatically ineligible for a stream, such asBeing a refugee claimant;Residing in Canada as part of the Live-In
Caregiver Program;Being the recipient of a scholarship or award requiring you to return to your home country;Having unresolved custody or child support disputes; orHaving an active application under another stream.In most cases, yes, but not always. Whether you are required to have graduated from a school in the province youre applying to
depends entirely on not only the PNP youre applying to, but also the stream.However, in most cases, PNPs do require candidates to have completed their studies in that province in order to be eligible.In some cases, only those who have graduated from specific educational institutions within a province can qualifyNewfoundland and Labradors
International Graduate Entrepreneur streams both require you to have graduated from either Memorial University or College of the North Atlantic.Further, some streams only consider candidates who have graduated from a college or university either within the province or an institution outside Canada but will not consider those who completed their
studies in another province.In some cases, yes, but in others, no. Some provinces do require you to have work experience as well as study experience to qualify for their student-specific streams. The minimum amount of work experience most PNPs expect is typically at least six months or a year, such as Saskatchewans Worker with Saskatchewan

From my research and experience, there is a difference between when it
is a "condition" or "additional information" section on your work permit and people sometimes mix this up. If the location is in the "conditions" section then you must live in the location but if it is just an additional information, then it may not be binding. The reason is because there must be employer location in the additional information section of the
work permit anyway to make your details complete on the work permit. I think it is only mandatory if it is in the "conditions" section. I have seen a foreign worker who landed and couldn't get a suitable accommodation with his family near the remote plant he was suppose to be working and then had to settle 2 hours drive from the location. This is just
