Thus,	you	can	make	your
mirror	sparkling	without	using	any	other	cleaning	materials.	Bathroom	ventilation	is	neglected	because	it	is	not	at	eye	level	in	the	bathroom.	However,	dust	adhering	to	the	surface	of	the	bathroom	ventilation	reflects	a	terrible	image.	Turn	off	your	aerator	and	wipe	the	aerator	thoroughly	with	a	soapy	sponge.	Then	rinse	thoroughly	with	water.	If	dust
and	dirt	force	you,	you	can	clean	this	area	with	an	old	toothbrush.	If	you	have	a	large	family,	make	sure	to	use	one	towel	per	person.	The	common	towel	invites	many	diseases.	Make	sure	to	change	your	towels	every	day,	not	as	they	get	dirty.	After	you	have	done	all	your	work	in	the	bathroom,	you	can	clean	your	bathroom	sink.	Squeeze	a	little	bit	of
the	couple	in	your	home	into	the	sink	and	tap.	Scrub	these	areas	thoroughly	with	a	sponge	or	soft	brush.	Then	rinse	thoroughly	with	water. squeegee	to	dry	and	get	a	crystal	clear	finish.	Do	a	final	polish	with	Windex	if	needed.	Clean	the	Bathtub	Squirt	Barkeepers	Friend	Soft	Cleanser	in	bathtub,	and	use	a	microfiber	cloth	to	spread	the	cleanser	all	over	the	interior	of	the	tub.	Let	sit	for	10	to	15	minutes. Then	use	a	clean	damp	cloth	to	wipe	the	surfaces	again	to	remove	any	bleach	residue	and	make	everything
shine.	Drain	the	sink	and	give	the	interior	of	the	sink	a	final	wipe.	Clean	the	mirror	last	with	Windex	and	a	dry	microfiber	cloth.	Clean	the	Toilet	Squirt	toilet	bowl	cleaner	inside	the	toilet	bowl	and	let	it	sit.	Fill	your	sink	with	hot	water	(about	a	gallon),	then	add	1/2	cup	of	bleach. The	best	way	to	prevent	a	blockage	is	to	regularly	clean	out	your
drains,	so	that	anything	that	is	starting	to	build	up	is	flushed	away.	You	can	buy	drain	cleaning	liquid,	but	these	tend	to	contain	highly	toxic	chemicals.	For	a	safer,	but	just	as	effective	clean,	pour	half	a	cup	of	baking	soda	down	your	drain,	followed	by	half	a	cup	of	vinegar.	Wait	for	10	minutes	for	the	mixture	to	do	its	work,	then	pour	a	kettle	full	of
boiling	water	down	the	drain	to	flush	everything	away.		Clean	grout	lines	Eventually,	the	white	grout	lines	between	your	tiles	can	start	to	look	yellow	and	unpleasant. Spray	your	sink	bowl,	faucet	handles,	and	drain	with	your	favorite	surface	cleaner	or	homemade	vinegar-water	solution,	then	let	it	sit	for	a	few	moments	to	break	down
grime.	Next,	use	a	twisted	cleaning	wipe	or	paper	towel	to	clean	between	and	behind	the	faucet	knobs.	You'll	be	surprised	at	how	much	gunk	hangs	out	there.	Finish	by	wiping	off	the	faucet,	a	prime	target	for	errant	toothpaste	and	sink	splatters.	Pay	attention	to	your	sink	and	shower	drains	as	you	run	water	each	morning.	The	slower	the	water	goes
down,	the	more	likely	there's	hair	and	buildup	that	needs	to	be	cleaned	out.	Remove	the	sink	stopper	and	try	to	unclog	the	drains	using	the	end	of	a	wire	hanger.	If	that	doesn't	work,	consider	using	a	commercial	gel	clog	remover	($7,	The	Home	Depot).	However,	these	products	can	damage	pipes	if	not	used	properly,	so	read	the	manufacturer's
instructions	before	you	start.	Finally,	clean	the	bathroom	floor.	You'll	want	to	save	this	for	the	final	task,	as	dust,	hair,	and	chemicals	from	cleaning	products	have	likely	fallen	onto	the	floor. Keep	reading	for	a	complete	bathroom	cleaning	checklist	that	details	exactly
what	you	need	to	clean	and	when.	There	are	certain	areas	of	your	bathroom	that	need	a	quick	spruce-up	every	day,	such	as	wiping	up	spills	on	the	counter.	These	daily	tasks	should	only	take	a	few	minutes	and	will	come	as	second	nature	in	no	time.	Wipe	your	bathroom	counters	with	a	microfiber	cloth	every	day	to	clean	up	water	droplets,	makeup,
hair,	and	toothpaste	that	you	may	have	missed.	For	a	more	thorough	cleaning,	use	a	surface	cleaner	and	a	clean	cloth.	Use	a	cloth	spritzed	with	cleaner	and	wipe	the	sink	and	shower	fixtures	after	every	use.	Buff	with	a	clean	cloth	to	avoid	streaks.	Your	bathroom	hand	towels	should	be	changed	at	the	end	of	every	day.	(You	can	change	bath	towels
after	3	or	4	uses.)	Make	sure	all	towels	are	correctly	hung	and	not	left	on	the	counter	or	floor	throughout	the	day.	You'd	be	surprised	how	much	scum,	gunk,	dust,	and	hard	water	stains	can	build	up	in	a	week.	Pick	a	day	for	these	tasks	and	stick	to	it	to	get	into	a	routine.	Here's	what	to	clean	weekly	to	keep	your	bathroom	in	working	order.	Scrub	both
the	inside	and	the	outside.	Or	toss	two	antacid	tablets	into	the	bowl,	let	them	dissolve	for	20	minutes,	then	brush	stains	away	with	a	toilet	brush.	Wipe	the	sink	and	the	vanity	top	with	a	damp	cloth	and	dishwashing	liquid	or	cleaner.	Rinse	completely	and	go	over	the	area	a	second	time.	Scrub	the	drain	with	a	toothbrush	and	scrape	buildup	from	the
joints	between	the	sink	and	the	counter	with	the	edge	of	an	old	credit	card.	Hair	and	soap	scum	can	easily	build	up	in	sink	and	shower	drains.	To	unclog	a	drain,	pour	boiling	water	into	the	drain	to	flush	it.	For	a	more	thorough	cleaning	once	a	month,	add	one	cup	of	baking	soda	and	one	cup	of	vinegar	down	the	drain,	let	it	sit	for	20	to	30	minutes,	and
then	flush	with	boiling	water.	Spray	with	the	bathroom	cleaner	and	scrub	the	walls	and	the	basin	in	a	circular	motion	from	top	to	bottom.	Spray	the	entire	area	with	plain	water	to	rinse	off	the	cleaner,	and	wipe	it	down	again	with	a	damp	cloth.	Using	a	sponge	and	cleaner	diluted	in	water,	start	from	the	farthest	corner	of	the	room	and	work	toward	the
door,	going	left	to	right.	Dip	a	mop	into	the	bucket	of	cleaner,	wring	it	out,	and	push	it	over	a	manageable	section	of	the	floor.	Then,	dip	the	mop	into	a	pail	of	clean	water,	wring	it	out,	and	mop	the	section	again.	Spritz	a	cloth	with	glass	cleaner	or	dip	it	in	dishwashing	liquid	and	water.	Just	because	the	bathroom	tends	to	be	the	most	humid	room	in
the	house	doesn't	mean	that	dust	doesn't	build	up.	Remove	loose	dirt,	dust,	and	hair	from	baseboards	with	a	vacuum	brush	attachment,	followed	by	a	good	clean	with	a	soapy	mixture	and	cloth.	For	light	fixtures,	warm,	soapy	water	and	a	clean	cloth	should	do	the	trick.	Make	sure	the	lights	are	off	and	the	fixture	is	not	hot	prior	to	wiping	it.	Let	dry
completely	before	turning	the	electricity	back	on.	Certain	areas	of	your	bathroom,	some	of	which	you	may	not	even	think	to	clean,	can	benefit	from	a	good	cleaning	once	a	month.	Be	sure	to	add	the	items	below	to	your	monthly	cleaning	roster—and	pick	the	same	day	each	month	to	remember	(like	the	second	Saturday).	Lightly	dampen	a	cloth	with
water	and	cleaner,	and	work	in	the	direction	of	the	grain,	from	top	to	bottom.	Rinse	and	repeat.	Polish	the	knobs.	Empty	the	contents,	placing	them	on	the	counter,	then	mist	the	interior	walls	and	the	shelves	with	cleaner	and	wipe	with	a	cloth.	Scrub	any	dirty	areas	with	a	toothbrush.	Spray	both	the	inside	and	the	outside	of	the	wastebasket	with	all-
purpose	cleaner,	and	wipe	it	down	with	a	cloth.	Toss	your	bath	rugs	and	mats	in	the	wash	once	a	month,	and	spot	clean	when	a	spill	happens.	Be	sure	the	rug	is	fully	dried	(check	the	label	if	it	can	be	put	in	the	dryer	or	if	it	should	air	dry)	before	replacing	it	to	prevent	mildew.	To	prevent	mildew,	soap	scum,	and	mold,	clean	your	shower	curtain	and
liner	with	a	bathroom	cleanser	meant	to	treat	this	type	of	buildup.	After	six	months,	the	liner	should	be	replaced	with	a	new	one.	Use	a	dampened	cloth	and	dishwashing	liquid	to	clean	the	shower	rod.	Dust	can	build	up,	preventing	the	rings	from	moving	smoothly.	To	clean	the	rings,	allow	them	to	soak	in	a	solution	of	equal	parts	warm	water	and
vinegar.	We	tend	to	forget	about	the	parts	of	a	bathroom	that	aren't	visible,	but	that	doesn't	mean	they	don't	need	a	good	checkup.	These	are	the	areas	of	your	bathroom	to	clean	and	provide	a	safety	check	to	once	a	year,	by	yourself	or	a	professional.	Thoroughly	dust	or	vacuum	air	vents	with	a	brush	attachment,	making	sure	the	bathroom	is	well-
ventilated	while	cleaning.	Empty	the	contents	and	go	through	any	medicine,	toiletries,	creams,	and	ointments,	or	items	that	are	no	longer	functional.	Check	the	expiration	dates	and	safely	dispose	of	any	medication.	Your	bathroom	exhaust	fan	works	very	hard	at	keeping	excessive	moisture,	humidity,	and	odors	at	bay,	as	well	as	other	pollutants	that
can	be	harmful	to	your	health.	While	it	should	be	properly	maintained	throughout	the	year,	a	bathroom	exhaust	fan	should	receive	a	deep	cleaning	at	least	once	a	year.	You	can	clean	the	fan	(cover,	fan	blades,	motor,	and	housing)	yourself	or	have	a	professional	detail	it	for	you.	Nobody	likes	to	clean	the	bathroom;	however,	with	a	weekly	bathroom
cleaning	schedule,	the	unenjoyable	task	of	cleaning	the	bathroom	will	go	by	much	quicker.	By	creating	a	bathroom	cleaning	checklist	and	developing	a	cleaning	routine	that	includes	all	of	the	cleaning	tasks	that	you	need	to	complete	will	ensure	you	don’t	overlook	anything	that	needs	cleaning. (kryzhov/bialasiewicz/andreypopov/somjring34/zbg2/123rf.com)	Follow	these	simple	tips	on	how	to
clean	a	bathroom	to	make	the	task,	if	not	pleasant,	at	least	easier	than	it	could	be.	Before	you	can	get	down	to	the	nitty-gritty	tasks	of	cleaning	the	bathrooms	and	checking	items	off	your	restroom	cleaning	checklist,	you	need	to	make	sure	that	you	have	all	your	cleaning	supplies	in	one	place.	As	you	move	through	the	bathroom,	make	sure	that	you
pick	up	anything	that	doesn’t	belong,	like	newspapers,	shoes,	etc.,	and	place	them	outside	the	door.	Take	the	time	to	put	away	items	around	the	tub	and	the	vanity	so	that	you	have	a	clean	surface	to	work	with.	If	you	have	children	who	play	with	tub	toys,	consider	washing	them	in	the	top	rack	of	the	dishwasher	to	clean	and	disinfect	them.	When	you
start	to	clean,	pre-treat	the	surfaces	to	help	speed	up	the	cleaning	process.	Spray	the	tub	and	shower	walls	with	a	disinfectant	spray	and	let	them	soak.	Quickly	wipe	down	the	counters	with	a	microfiber	cloth	to	get	rid	of	makeup	powder,	hair,	and	other	gunk	that	will	otherwise	get	scooted	around	during	the	wet	cleaning	process.	The	entire	cleaning
process	will	go	much	faster	if	you	remove	the	dry	gunk	first.	Keep	some	paper	towels	and	a	spray	bottle	of	your	cleaning	products	under	your	sink	for	quick	cleanup	of	daily	messes.	Wipe	down	the	tub,	shower,	and	sink	after	every	use.	You’re	not	doing	a	thorough	scrubbing,	but	instead,	you	want	to	remove	any	hair,	toothpaste,	or	wayward	hygiene
products	from	surfaces	when	they	occur.	Hang	your	towels	up	to	dry,	so	they	don’t	mildew.	If	your	towels	do	start	to	smell	like	mildew,	run	them	through	a	wash	cycle	using	vinegar	and	baking	soda.	Using	the	cleaning	product	and	paper	towels	under	your	sink,	make	sure	to	clean	up	spills	immediately.	Change	hand	towels	daily	to	encourage	proper
handwashing.	Start	by	pre-treating	surfaces.	Spray	the	shower	walls,	doors,	and	tub	with	an	all-purpose	bathroom	cleaner.	Spray	the	inside	of	the	toilet	bowl	with	cleaner	and	let	it	sit	without	flushing.	Dust	the	light	fixtures	above	the	vanity	and	recessed	lighting	with	a	long-handled	duster.	Remove	everything	from	the	counters	and	wipe	the	surface
with	a	dry	microfiber	cloth	to	remove	makeup,	dust,	hair,	etc.	Clean	the	toilet.	Now	that	the	toilet	cleaner	has	had	time	to	work,	use	a	toilet	brush	to	scrub	the	inside	of	the	toilet	bowl.	Spray	the	outside	of	the	toilet	with	an	all-purpose	cleaner,	and	wipe	it	down	with	a	damp	cloth.	Make	sure	to	clean	the	toilet	seat,	as	well	as	the	rim,	and	don’t	forget
the	hinges.	Learn	how	to	clean	the	toilet	tank	in	just	a	few	minutes.	Spray	cleaner	on	the	vanity	and	wipe	it	with	a	damp	cloth.	Remove	soap	scum	from	your	soap	dish	by	running	it	under	warm	water,	then	clean	it	with	a	disinfecting	spray.	Spritz	and	wipe	down	the	bathroom	sink	basins	and	faucets.	Spray	the	mirror	with	glass	cleaner	and	wipe	with	a
dry	microfiber	cloth	until	it	is	streak-free.	Polish	all	the	faucets	with	the	glass	cleaner,	and	wipe	down	the	doorknobs	and	light	switches.	Return	items	like	the	toothbrush	holders	and	soap	dish	to	the	vanity,	wiping	down	each	piece	as	you	go.	Clean	the	bathtub	and	shower,	and	use	a	microfiber	cloth	to	wipe	the	walls	of	the	shower	and	the	ring	around
the	tub,	then	thoroughly	rinse.	If	you	have	a	jetted	tub,	the	best	way	to	clean	whirlpool	tubs	is	to	wipe	the	jets	clean	and	the	surrounding	seal	first	before	tackling	the	rest	of	the	tub.	You	may	need	to	use	an	old	toothbrush	to	get	into	the	crevices	of	the	jets	to	get	rid	of	soap	scum	and	hard	water	deposits.	Regular	cleaning	of	this	area	ensures	that	the
jets	are	always	working	when	you	need	them.	Wipe	down	the	shower	rods	and	rings,	and	use	fresh	water	to	clean	the	shower	curtain.	If	you	have	shower	doors	instead	of	a	shower	curtain,	deep	clean	shower	doors	with	a	homemade	solution	of	peroxide	and	cornstarch	or	another	effective	recipe	to	remove	hard	water	stains	and	soap	scum.	Don’t	forget
to	get	in	the	cracks	and	crevices.	An	old	toothbrush	can	help.	Clean	the	shower	head	to	remove	hard	water	stains	and	minerals.	Unstick	the	shower	mat	from	the	bottom	of	the	shower,	turn	it	upside	down,	and	spray	the	bottom	with	a	vinegar	or	bleach-based	solution.	Let	it	sit	for	a	few	minutes	before	cleaning	a	mildew	moldy	shower	mat	with	a
sponge	or	stiff-bristled	brush.	Remove	hair	from	the	drain.	If	you	have	a	clog,	you	will	know	it.	Water	will	start	backing	up	and	there	will	be	an	unpleasant	sewer	smell	in	the	bathroom	that	could	be	coming	from	the	tub	or	shower,	toilet,	or	sink	drain.	Regular	cleaning	and	sanitizing	of	drains	will	help	to	ensure	that	this	does	not	become	an	issue.	Use
glass	cleaner	to	polish	the	handles	and	fixtures	and	clean	the	inside	and	outside	of	the	glass	doors	to	remove	water	spots.	Learn	how	to	clean	bathroom	floor	tiles	the	right	way.	Sweep	and	mop	the	floors	with	a	homemade	floor	cleaner	that	disinfects.	Vacuum	the	bathroom	rugs	and	clean	bathroom	rugs	if	needed	by	handwashing	them	or	throwing
them	in	the	washing	machine.	Empty	the	trash	and	clean	out	the	trash	can	and	return	when	the	floor	has	dried.	Change	your	towels	and	wash	them	with	homemade	laundry	detergent.	Wash	the	bath	mats	every	two	weeks.	Check	and	restock	supplies	like	toilet	paper,	toiletries,	and	cleaning	supplies.	Clean	and	organize	your	cabinet	drawers	and
medicine	cabinet,	getting	rid	of	any	expired	medication	safely.	Perform	a	deep-cleaning	to	get	rid	of	any	mold	or	mildew	that	has	started	to	form.
